THE IMPACT OF THE WAR ON THE INNOVATIVE
ACTIVITY OF INDUSTRIAL ENTERPRISES OF UKRAINE:
NATIONAL AND REGIONAL ASPECTS
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The purpose of the study in this work was to study the influence of the factor
of war on the innovation activity of industrial enterprises of Ukraine.

A critical analysis of the content of the scientific works of scholars revealed a
partial solution to the problem of studying the relationship between the impact of
hostilities in the country and the development of innovative processes in the field of
entrepreneurship, which requires further in-depth study of rating estimates of the
innovation capacity of the Ukrainian economy, dynamics of indicators of innovation
activity of industrial enterprises of Ukraine, regional differences regarding the impact of
the war on the activities of enterprises of the industrial sector of the economy, finding
out the reasons that caused the existing changes in the indicators of innovation activity
of industrial enterprises in the period 2013-2023. Based on the generalization of the
results of the assessment of the innovativeness of the economy of Ukraine, the dynamics
of its international rating assessments has been summarized, which demonstrates
contradictory results, and according to the European Innovation Scoreboard, which
characterizes the system of indicators of scientific, technical and innovative activity —
the deterioration of its place among the countries of the European space. Further analysis
of the dynamics of indicators of innovation activity of industrial enterprises in 2013-
2023 identified negative trends in their changes since the beginning of the war in
Ukraine: a steep reduction in the number of innovatively active industrial enterprises,
the volume of innovative products sold, the cost of innovation, a reduction in the
number of enterprises that introduced innovations. The work also reveals regional
differences in the impact of the war on the activities of enterprises of the industrial
sector of the economy: the expectations of companies of the western and northern
regions of Ukraine regarding future indicators of growth of turnover and profitability
are much higher than other regions. Among the reasons that caused the existing
changes in the indicators of innovation activity of industrial enterprises, the following
prevail: martial law, technological lag and a high degree of depreciation of fixed
assets, lack of own and limited access to attracted sources of business financing.
Measures have been proposed to intensify innovation activity to solve the existing
problems that hinder the innovative development of industrial enterprises in the
conditions of martial law.

SCIENTIFIC APPROACHES TO IDENTIFYING THE
ESSENCE OF THE TERM «SOCIAL SPHERE»

The article explores scientific approaches to defining the essence of the term
"social sphere" as one of the key elements of the socio-economic system. The social
sphere encompasses a complex of sectors and institutions that meet the basic social
needs of the population, particularly in education, healthcare, social protection,
culture, and other areas related to improving quality of life and social stability. The
paper examines various scientific approaches to identifying the essence of the social
sphere, including morphological and cluster analyses.

An alternative method was applied in the article to create a unified definition of
the term "social sphere" using content analysis with elements of mathematical
modeling. Content analysis is a research method used for the systematic, objective,
and quantitative description of communication materials (texts, documents, messages,
etc.) to identify significant patterns, themes, or trends. This approach enabled a
quantitative assessment of the importance of different components based on the
frequency of their mentions in works by various authors. Content analysis allowed for
the systematization of the concept of "social sphere," highlighting key elements and
evaluating their significance based on mention frequency. Through a standardized
approach, the study was able to avoid personal biases and develop a definition that
reflects the collective understanding of the term across multiple authors. Transforming
textual definitions into numerical data (weight coefficients) enabled the use of
mathematical methods to formulate an optimized definition.

The distinctive feature of content analysis lies in its ability to combine
qualitative and quantitative approaches to the study of textual information. It enables
systematic and objective analysis of communication content, identification of main
themes and trends, and quantitative assessment of the significance of different
elements. In this case, content analysis served as a tool for structuring diverse
interpretations of the concept of the "social sphere™ and forming a unified definition
based on mathematical modeling.

By applying mathematical modeling and analyzing the frequency of mentions
of key elements in definitions by various authors, a unified definition of the concept
of "social sphere” was formed. This definition considers the significance of each
element and reflects the complex nature of the social sphere in modern society.

The article emphasizes the importance of a multidimensional approach to
analyzing the social sphere and the necessity of combining several methods to gain a
comprehensive understanding of its structure and functioning. The proposed approach
allows for a deeper exploration of the essence of the social sphere, portraying it as a
complex system that provides for population welfare and promotes social stability and
economic development.

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FINANCIAL ASPECTS OF PROVIDING HEALTH CARE

Protection of life and health is one of the principles enshrined in the
Constitution of Ukraine. This aspect confirms the importance of this sphere, as it is
aimed at preserving the biological stability of individuals' lives, and, accordingly, the
stability of society. At the same time, the health care system has a broad and complex
manifestation, as it regulates a huge number of issues: training and development of
medical professionals, development of fixed assets, creation of the latest treatment
methods, provision of medical care to everyone who needs it, etc. In this regard, the
issue of financing all these areas, which can be allocated within the system, is
becoming more relevant. However, the limitation of financial resources does not allow
financing at the maximum level of its needs, and therefore highlighting the most
important while maintaining parity between directions is extremely important.

In general, the healthcare system is a set of enterprises, institutions,
organizations, and bodies whose activities are aimed at administering and directly
providing healthcare services to the population. Each state is free to choose how to
implement its policy, including in the healthcare sector. Therefore, there is a wide
variety of healthcare system organizations in the world. At the same time, the
historical retrospective and evolution of the system as a whole were aimed at balanced
financing of the sector in the context of limited budgetary resources.

Ukraine's healthcare system is characterized by a mixed system, which is a
symbiosis of the Semashko model and the market model. This is due to the fact that
our country inherited the «Soviet legacy» in the form of an outdated healthcare system
that lags behind European countries and is problematic in terms of financing (as it is
financed from the budget in the face of budget deficits). However, the current
transformation policy of the healthcare system has borrowed some aspects of
insurance medicine by creating a state insurer, the National Health Service of Ukraine.
At the same time, the Ukrainian healthcare system continues to evolve, and therefore
is on a constant path of development in search of its own model.

Statement of the problem in a general form and its
connection with important scientific and practical tasks. This topic
is actualized in connection with the implementation of two large-scale
reforms in Ukraine over the past five years: the decentralization reform
and the medical reform. Each of them had a huge impact on the
researched topic. The decentralization reform provided local public
authorities with a wide range of powers and new sources of funding.
Such powers were also granted to local authorities in relation to health
care. As for the medical reform, it created a qualitatively new, more
transparent relationship between the patient and the health care
institution, and most importantly, it established clear rules for financing
such institutions.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the soluti on to the
problem was initiated. The study of the conceptual foundations of
financing health care expenditures and the problems of this topic was
carried out by such scholars as Duke A.A. (2018), Malynyak B.
(2021), Ovsyannikov E.S. (2017), Smiyanov V.A. (2020) and others.

Objectives of the article: The main task of the article is to
conduct an analysis of the existing problems, identify directions for
improvement and development prospects of the process of financing
the expenditures of local budgets for health care.

A healthy population of the region is definitely an able-bodied
population that can work more and, accordingly, pay taxes. An
increase in tax deductions will lead to an increase in the revenue part
of the budget and, accordingly, to an increase in expenditures, in
particular on the health care system. Therefore, such an approach can
be considered as a strategic influence on the long-term perspective.

Presentation of the main material of the study with a full
justification of the obtained scientific results. In 2022, the
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Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine frequently amended the approved budget
to create “flexible” conditions for financing defense spending. At the
same time, the healthcare budget was generally left without major
changes in nominal terms. And this is not surprising, since the primary
challenge Ukraine faces in 2022-2024 is national security and defense
in the context of daily hostilities. At the same time, the health care
system indirectly affects the sustainability of the defense sector, as it
provides primary, secondary and tertiary health care. And experience
has shown that human resources are the most important in the process
of war, as they are difficult to replenish. Therefore, the proper
functioning of the healthcare system, high qualification of medical
personnel and the correctness, speed and timeliness of medical care
are the key to preserving the lives and health of communities and
soldiers in particular.

The participation of the state budget in the implementation of
the program of state guarantees of medical care of the population
remains at a fairly high level, providing at the same time the main part
of the expenses of medical institutions. Thus, in 2023, the state budget
provides 142748233.7 thousand UAH, in 2022 - 157298220.1
thousand UAH, in 2021 — 128744210.1 thousand UAH.

A modern approach to the administration of certain processes is
to use a different range of tools to study them. SWOT analysis has
been one of the most common in recent years. This tool is extremely
effective in planning various kinds of plans and reforms, and therefore
is aimed at forming holistic strategies. So let's look at the main
characteristics of SWOT analysis through the prism of the research
topic.

Strengths:

— proactive leadership of local governments and healthcare
institutions;

— availability of platforms for interaction between the
government and healthcare institutions;

— introduction of innovative methods of financial management
in the healthcare system;

—the existence of a large number of foreign donor and volunteer
organizations in the region, directed to support the medical field in
wartime conditions;

— deeper use of the benefits of healthcare reform;

— the tendency to improve the interaction of the private and
public sectors, which promotes the exchange of experience;

— increase and expansion of possible areas for attracting
innovations.

Recently, when studying specific phenomena by SWOT
analysis, emphasis is placed on its variety, namely strategic SWOT
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analysis. So, strategic SWOT is considered in the following
dimension:

— is the first stage in strategic planning;

— on its basis, the strategy is developed,;

— outlines the strategic problems of the research object, which
makes it possible to determine strategic solutions.

Having established above the characteristics of each component
of the SWOT analysis for the expenditure of local budgets on health
care, it is possible to proceed to its final stage, namely the definition of
the SWOT matrix. It is the delineation of the matrix within the
framework of strategic analysis that will allow us to draw the correct
conclusions within the framework of the research topic.

Threats potentially exist and strengths already exist. Therefore,
the development of threats levels the presence of strong parties at the
existing level. In this way, the threats weaken the strengths and make
the investigated object more vulnerable.

Conclusions. At the current stage, local budgets finance

expenses for:

— payment of utility services and energy carriers;
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— programs for the development and support of health care
institutions and programs for the provision of medical services to the
population beyond the scope of state guarantees;

— public health programs.

Therefore, we propose to improve the expenditure side of the
budget in the above areas.

Electricity and natural gas account for a significant portion of
utilities and energy costs. Regarding natural gas, it is possible to
replace this source with solid fuel in some healthcare facilities by
replacing furnaces and boilers.

Secondly, the direction of energy efficiency of buildings,
namely their insulation, is already developed, but not fully completed.
To date, specialists have proven that home insulation can save up to
60% of heat. Thus, health care institutions can redirect up to 60% of
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the funds spent on coolants in the heating season to more priority
areas. For this, it is sufficient to attract funds for a long-term
perspective. In addition to their own sources of funding, health care
institutions can use:

— with the funds of patrons;

Solar power plants allow us to cover our own electricity
consumption during daylight hours. Of course, it is impossible to get
rid of the total electricity generation, but in this calculation we will
talk about savings.

This result can only be achieved through the cooperation of
healthcare facilities, authorities, donor agencies, and businesses in the
region.

One of the most widespread corporate values of the European
Union is to provide employees with an adequate level of healthcare.
This is provided through funded voluntary health insurance programs
for employees at the expense of employers. The positive statistics of
voluntary health insurance are evidenced by the data of the financial
analyst of Financial.ua. Thus, this national analytical company states
that “in 2018, insurance companies' collections from voluntary health
insurance amounted to UAH 3.24 billion, in 2019 — UAH 4.27 billion,
and in 2021 — UAH 6.2 billion. However, the war unleashed by the
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Russian Federation has negatively affected this trend and pushed the
voluntary health insurance market back to the level of 2020~
(Corporate Health Insurance, 2024).

In this area, an important aspect is that each healthcare
institution provides medical services within two main options

— within the framework of the medical guarantee program in
approved areas and at approved prices;

— in accordance with the price list approved by a particular
healthcare facility.

If a specific medical service is financed by voluntary health
insurance, the state and local budgets do not spend money, and
therefore savings are made. For example, according to the Procedure
for Implementing the Program of State Guarantees of Medical Care
for the Population in 2023, the National Health Service of Ukraine
does not pay for medical services that are paid for by other sources not
prohibited by law and not provided for in the contract.

The increase in the use and application of insurance medicine
has two functions at once:

1. Increasing the revenue side.

2. A parallel change in the source of funding from municipal
(state) to private.

Deepening the use of insurance medicine is possible only within
the framework of public-private partnerships, attracting donors,
investors, various grants, business awareness and building corporate
values of enterprises.

In general, saving the expenditure side of local budgets on the
healthcare system will help redirect spending to other areas, which
will help the healthcare system develop at a qualitatively new level.

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Taking into account modern trends, the article comprehensively
characterizes the existing organizational and legal approaches to the organization and
implementation of international cooperation between states on the basis of peaceful
coexistence. It was determined that the global world is undergoing a transformation
of the configuration of the role of the world's leading states, which gives rise to new
approaches to conducting foreign policy, among which the policy of development and
cooperation is dominant. It is substantiated that the essence of international
cooperation is the need for countries to cooperate with each other. It is not only about
the development of the most vulnerable spheres of activity, but also about the
improvement of the most stable spheres of life.

The formation of international cooperation is determined by the subjective
need of states to cooperate in order to increase the efficiency of their activities in the
international arena and overcome the modern problems facing them.

The scale and consequences of the war endanger the results of socio-
economic development of Ukraine, destabilize production, disrupt trade channels
(including exports), reduce investments and lead to an outflow of intelligence. As a
result, GDP, state budget revenues and the number of taxpayers decrease,
unemployment and the price index increase. The combined effect of these factors
leads to a socio-economic crisis.

In modern conditions, international cooperation is a resource base for the
restoration of infrastructure, institutions and the economy in order to overcome the
consequences of war. Also, in order to increase competitiveness and increase foreign
exchange earnings, Ukraine needs to move from extensive to intensive type of
economic growth. This involves the establishment of close international economic
cooperation with other countries of the world, starting from international trade and
ending with exchange. Without properly established and productive international
economic cooperation, including investment attraction, Ukraine will not be able to
take an appropriate place in world markets and effectively use its export potential to
ensure stable economic growth.

The article is devoted to the study of theoretical and applied aspects of
customer loyalty programs. Companies are forced to focus their marketing activities
on building customer loyalty, which is a reflection of consumer loyalty. The main
approaches to the interpretation of consumer loyalty are considered. The importance
of measuring customer satisfaction is proved. Only a satisfied customer, as a rule,
remains a regular customer of an enterprise. It is established that customer loyalty is
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often identified with customer satisfaction. The author emphasizes that customer
satisfaction is a necessary but not sufficient condition for loyalty. The typology of
consumers depending on the substantive elements of loyalty is generalized and the
characteristics of consumers according to their level of satisfaction are presented:
consumers of high, medium and low level of satisfaction. The components of
consumer loyalty formation are allocated: behavioral, emotional and rational. It is
concluded that consumer loyalty depends on the previous positive experience of
consumption, as well as on the commitment to the brand's products. The necessity of
developing comprehensive loyalty programs is substantiated and the process approach
is prioritized for use. Based on the generalization of literature sources, it is found that
most of the loyalty programs used in Ukraine are not effective enough.

The main reasons for the ineffectiveness of these programs are provided. The
strategic competitive advantages of the introduction of loyalty programs by
enterprises are allocated: reduction of marketing costs, the ability to set premium
prices, the ability to maintain a high market share, and reduction of risks associated
with doing business. It is emphasized that changes in consumer purchasing behavior
during the war, associated with a decrease in income and an increase in prices for
goods and services, require domestic enterprises to build the right strategies for
influencing potential customers. Specific measures are proposed to improve the
process of developing customer loyalty programs. Methods that can be used to assess
customer loyalty are presented. According to the authors, building relationships with
customers and, as a result, increasing loyalty is an important factor in business
success, which contributes to the development of the enterprise, attracting new
customers and reducing the cost of marketing promotion.

EVALUATION OF FINANCING THE RECONSTRUCTION
OF SOCIAL INFRASTRUCTURE IN EUROPEAN IN THE
POST-WAR PERIOD

The article is dedicated to the study of financing the reconstruction of the
social sector in European countries after World War Il. The social sector,
encompassing healthcare, education, social protection, housing construction, culture,
and public services, required significant resources for recovery. In June 1947, George
Catlett Marshall proposed that European countries affected by wartime losses,
including infrastructure damage, use their potential and consider territorial
specificities and infrastructural losses to develop a recovery program with the support
of the United States (the Marshall Plan).

When determining the allocation of aid to recipient countries, factors such as
population size, the country’s status during World War II, the extent of industrial and
transport infrastructure destruction, and balance of payments conditions were taken
into account. The largest share of the funding—two-thirds of the total provided by the
program—uwas received by the United Kingdom, France, Italy, West Germany, and
the Netherlands.

The article includes a cluster analysis of the financial aid received, which
allowed the identification of three main groups of recipient countries based on the
volume of funds received and their strategic significance. It was found that countries
with high levels of aid, such as the United Kingdom and France, achieved significant
progress in restoring social infrastructure and enhancing political stability. Countries
with medium levels of aid, such as Germany, Italy, and the Netherlands, succeeded in
restoring their economies and social services, ensuring sustainable economic growth
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in the long term. Countries with low levels of aid received basic support for economic
stabilization, providing the minimum conditions for integration into the new post-war
political structure of Europe.

In conclusion, the article highlights that the post-war modernization of social
infrastructure contributed to the development of the European welfare model, which
continues to ensure social stability and a high standard of living to this day. The
experience of post-war recovery demonstrates that effective management of national
and international resources during crisis periods is critical for the long-term
development and resilience of social institutions. International support and
investments in social infrastructure are essential elements for achieving economic and
social stability, improving quality of life, and ensuring the sustainable development
of society. This experience can be applied to the post-war reconstruction of the social
sector in Ukraine.

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INSTITUTIONAL OBSTACLES TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF
INDUSTRIAL CLUSTERS IN UKRAINE

The purpose of this article is to analyse and systematise the institutional
obstacles that hinder the development of industrial clusters in Ukraine. The article is
aimed at developing practical recommendations for overcoming these obstacles,
which will improve the competitiveness of Ukrainian regions and contribute to the
formation of favourable conditions for their innovative and sustainable economic
development.

During the period of the Russian Federation's full-scale invasion of Ukraine,
due to the significant destruction and the need to relocate industrial facilities to safer
regions, the regions bordering the EU have become particularly important. These
regions provide convenient logistics infrastructure and help support critical Ukrainian
industries. Poland, in particular, plays a key role as a transit corridor for Ukraine's
imports and exports, which is especially important in times of war, as goods and raw
materials necessary for the functioning of industrial sectors pass through its territory.

The study identifies key institutional barriers, including outdated legislative
frameworks, insufficient state support, and limited access to funding for cluster
initiatives. Furthermore, the absence of a unified national strategy for cluster
development and inadequate coordination between central and regional authorities
create significant challenges. Another important issue is the lack of harmonisation
between Ukrainian and EU standards, which limits the potential for international
cooperation and integration into global value chains.

To address these issues, the article suggests a comprehensive approach that
includes the development of a clear national policy on clusterisation, the
implementation of financial incentives for industrial partnerships, and the promotion
of cross-border cooperation. Special attention is given to creating mechanisms for
public-private partnerships and fostering collaboration between academia, businesses,
and local governments. These steps will facilitate the formation of strong, innovation-
driven clusters capable of adapting to modern economic challenges and contributing
to Ukraine’s post-war recovery and sustainable development.

SECURITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM OF MACHINE-
BUILDING ENTERPRISES FOR SUSTAINABLE
TERRITORIAL DEVELOPMENT

The enterprise management system is complex and requires coordinated
approaches to its regulation. Under martial law conditions, security becomes the
primary element of management. The aim of the study is to examine the security
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management system of machine-building enterprises in the context of ensuring
sustainable community development. The article explores the enterprise security
management system in the context of ensuring sustainable territorial development. A
critical analysis of the content of scientific studies has revealed that challenges related
to the sustainable development of communities, the enhancement of social well-being,
and the decline in business activity negatively impact the realization of sustainable
development goals. During the martial law period in Ukraine, these processes have
deepened and intensified, necessitating further investigation. The study establishes
that the security management system forms the foundation for achieving sustainable
territorial development. Such a system should be implemented in three key
dimensions: through the perspectives of community authorities, enterprises, and the
public sector. The choice of the economic sector's development within a community
depends on the territorial development strategy and serves as a driving force for all
processes.

The paper proposes the formation of an enterprise security management
system using the example of machine-building enterprises. It is assumed that the
machinery sector can contribute to sustainable development and the well-being of the
community. Security, under modern conditions, is a priority for the region's and
community's strategy. Six levels are identified, the implementation of which will
contribute to achieving the goals. Each level is interconnected with and complements
the previous one.

BUSINESS PROCESS MANAGEMENT IN THE LOGISTICS
AND SUPPLY ACTIVITIES OF ENTERPRISES REGION

The modern production system of the region is diverse. One of its key
components is the logistics system, which ensures the effective functioning of the
overall system. At the core of the region's logistics system lies the logistics and supply
activities of enterprises, which represent a critical business process in the operations
of entrepreneurial entities. The aim of the study is to examine approaches to managing
business processes in the logistics and supply activities of enterprises. The article
examines the features of managing business processes in the logistics and supply
activities of enterprises. A critical analysis of the content of scientific works by
researchers revealed that the issue is relevant and timely, particularly considering the
wartime conditions in Ukraine. The study identifies that managing business processes
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in logistics and supply activities of enterprises forms a regional logistics and supply
system. This system contributes to achieving the sustainable development goals of the
community. It should be implemented in three dimensions: from the perspective of
community governance, enterprises, and the structural units of enterprises. The article
proposes distinguishing specific business processes in logistics and supply activities,
such as ordering, procurement, transportation, storage, and warehousing. The key
business processes to consider when managing logistics and supply activities are as
follows: 1. Order-related business processes. These include operations such as
supplier search, reliability analysis, information support, and negotiations with
suppliers. 2. Procurement-related business processes. These involve purchasing,
customs clearance, risk insurance, packaging, and preparation for loading and
unloading operations. 3. Transportation-related business processes. These include
loading, internal transfers, and transshipment. 4. Storage and warehousing business
processes.

STIMULATING SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF RURAL
TERRITORIES OF THE NORTHWESTERN REGION OF
UKRAINE IN THE CONDITIONS OF EUROPEAN
INTEGRATION
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The purpose of the work is to determine effective mechanisms for stimulating
the sustainable development of rural areas of the North-Western region of Ukraine,
taking into account European integration challenges and opportunities. The study used
an interdisciplinary approach that combines the methods of system analysis, statistical
evaluation and theoretical elaboration. Official statistical data, reports of local
authorities and European support programs were used. An analysis was conducted to
identify strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and threats to the sustainable
development of rural areas. The expert survey method was used to clarify the impact
of decentralization and innovative initiatives on the development of the region. The
logical generalization method was used to develop recommendations for the
integration of regional development policy with European standards of sustainable
development. The article examines approaches to stimulating the development of rural
areas based on the implementation of European management standards and the use of
innovative approaches. The role of decentralization, the development of small and
medium-sized businesses, as well as the implementation of digital solutions to
increase the productivity of the agricultural sector and improve the quality of life of
the rural population is examined. The impact of EU technical assistance programs that
contribute to increasing the environmental responsibility of the population and
expanding access of local communities to financial resources is determined. Strategies
for increasing the efficiency of regional management are studied, including
optimizing the use of natural resources, developing infrastructure and ensuring the
integration of local communities into European markets. The main problems of
sustainable development associated with the insufficient level of investment,
migration processes, etc. are identified. It is found that sustainable development of
rural areas is possible under the conditions of coordination of efforts of local, regional
and state authorities, as well as with the active participation of civil society. The need
to improve regional development policy, focused on achieving long-term results in
the economic, social and environmental spheres, is proven.

TOOLS FOR PROMOTING REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF
CONSTRUCTION ENTERPRISES

Construction is a rapidly evolving field, particularly during the period of
martial law in Ukraine. The modern regional system is diverse and encompasses
strategic sectors that define its uniqueness. Given the importance of rebuilding
Ukraine's economy after the war, ensuring sustainable territorial development, and the
lack of comprehensive research in this area, the relevance of such efforts is timely and
requires the development of tools to stimulate regional construction development. The
aim of the study is to explore the tools for stimulating the regional development of
construction enterprises. The article examines the regional development of
construction enterprises using the Volyn region as a case study. Scientific works of
researchers highlighting the importance of construction in economic development
were analyzed. Additionally, the development of construction enterprises is assessed
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using an integral coefficient and strategic analysis methods. The study emphasizes
that digitalization plays a significant role in analyzing development indicators under
current conditions. It has been established that the main tools for stimulating the
development of construction enterprises should be grouped into four levels: strategic,
economic, digital, and socio-psychological. Overall, in 2023, the profitability of
construction enterprises increased, which is a positive development. Construction
serves as a vital tool for rebuilding the country's economy after destruction. Strategic
tools include development strategies aligned with sustainable development goals,
SWOT analysis, and PEST analysis. Digital tools for stimulation encompass building
modeling methods, network technologies, algorithms, robotics, data storage in cloud
environments, and data protection mechanisms. Economic stimulation tools are
divided into financial, operational, human, managerial indicators, and risk resilience
metrics. Socio-psychological stimulation tools are based on a scoring evaluation of
satisfaction levels with the organizational climate and interaction conditions across all
levels.

ANALYTICAL STUDY OF THE NUMBER OF GAS
PRODUCTION AND GAS FUEL DISTRIBUTION
ENTERPRISES

The article is devoted to the analysis of the number of gas production
enterprises and the distribution of gaseous fuel through local (local) pipelines. The
purpose of the article is to assess the number of gas production and gas fuel
distribution enterprises in Ukraine as a whole and the Volyn region. In Ukraine, the
activity of gas production and distribution of gaseous fuel through local (local)
pipelines is one of the important branches of the economy, as it provides the
population and business entities with gas. However, it suffered negative consequences
during the war. In Ukraine, few economic entities are engaged in the production of
gas and the distribution of gaseous fuel through local (local) pipelines. In general, the
number of enterprises for the production and distribution of gaseous fuel through local
(local) pipelines in Ukraine decreased in 2022 and increased in 2023 by 362 units.
The share of enterprises engaged in gas production and distribution of gaseous fuel
through local (local) pipelines is 10.4-11.46% in Ukraine, 1.2-1.8% in the Volyn
region. The main share in the structure of the number of enterprises from the studied
industry, 74-75%, is occupied by enterprises engaged in gas trade and 20-22% by
enterprises engaged in the distribution of gaseous fuel through local (local) pipelines.
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During 2021-2023, the number of enterprises distributing gaseous fuel through local
(local) pipelines decreased from 84 in 2021 to 81 in 2023, and in the Volyn region
their number did not increase - 1 enterprise is a large joint-stock company. In 2023,
the number of large enterprises engaged in gas distribution and trade increased. At the
same time, there are no large gas production enterprises in Ukraine. The main share
among large enterprises is occupied by gas distribution enterprises (50-75%, their
share decreased in 2023) and gas trade - 25-50% (50-75%, their share increased in
2023). In Ukraine, in 2023, there will be 3 units of large gas distribution enterprises,
3 units of gas trade.

The financial state of a business entity is rightly considered one of its most
important characteristics, and in financial management, financial state management is
the main object of research.

The article
presents an overview of theoretical approaches to the definition of the concept of
«financial condition» and highlights the key aspects of its differentiation. It was found
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that the author's approaches to the definition of the concept of «financial
condition»define it as: a system of financial relations; set of indicators; complex concept
(complex characteristic); the enterprise's ability to conduct economic activity; the result
of the interaction of all elements of the system of financial relations. Two approaches
are distinguished, which are used to understand the category «financial condition» -
scientific-theoretical and practical-analytical. The study showed that according to any
approach (scientific-theoretical or practical) in the interpretation of the concept of
«financial condition», the key aspect is the goal (task), for the achievement of which it
is necessary to determine the financial condition of the economic entity. It has been
established and substantiated that the financial condition is a key characteristic for the
urgent implementation of investment and innovation projects, hamely in the areas of
making management decisions regarding the possibility of making investments and
introducing innovations, identifying the real financial situation, which allows for
strategic planning with the aim of implementing innovations and ensuring opportunities
to attract external sources of financing for innovation and investment projects.

The large-scale displacement of populations caused by the ongoing conflict in
Ukraine has created significant challenges for the country's recovery. Rebuilding
Ukrainian communities requires not only physical reconstruction but also the
establishment of social and economic systems that can ensure the stability and future
growth of these communities. This article explores the role of sustainable urban
development in the process of rebuilding Ukrainian cities, focusing on how these
cities can become attractive for the return of internally displaced persons (IDPs) and
refugees. The study delves into key elements of sustainable development, including
the improvement of quality of life, the development of resilient infrastructure, the
integration of environmental practices, and the promotion of social inclusion. The
importance of developing economic opportunities that align with both local needs and
broader European Union (EU) and international best practices is also emphasized.

Furthermore, the paper investigates how sustainable and smart development
principles can be integrated into the rebuilding process to create environments that not
only attract returning migrants but also promote long-term prosperity for the local
population. The research outlines the need to involve displaced individuals in the
reconstruction effort, leveraging their experiences and knowledge gained abroad to
create a more inclusive, innovative, and resilient post-war society. Special attention is
given to how sustainable development can address the socio-economic challenges that
displaced communities face, offering strategies for their reintegration into urban life.
The article concludes that successful community rebuilding in Ukraine requires a
holistic approach that combines environmental sustainability, economic
revitalization, and social inclusion and that the active participation of returnees in the
process will be key to ensuring its success.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE INFLUENCE OF THE
LABOR FACTOR ON THE VOLUME OF PRODUCT
PRODUCTION FOR ENTERPRISES OF DIFFERENT TYPES
OF ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES IN UKRAINE WITH THE HELP
OF THE COBB-DOUGLAS PRODUCTION FUNCTION
MODEL

The purpose of the article is to study the relationship between labor costs and
the volume of production at enterprises of Ukraine using the Cobb-Douglas
production function model, as well as a comparative analysis of the impact of the labor
factor on the volume of production for enterprises of various types of economic
activity. The analysis was carried out according to the main characteristics of the
Cobb-Douglas production function, such as average and marginal labor productivity.
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A negative trend was recorded regarding the decrease in average labor productivity in
2020 compared to 2013 both at Ukrainian enterprises in general and in almost all types
of activity, except for the extractive industry and the development of quarries and the
supply of electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning. It has been established that the
best results in terms of average labor productivity compared to the general indicator
for Ukraine are obtained by enterprises operating in the fields of construction,
agriculture, forestry and fisheries, financial and insurance activities, processing
industry, real estate transactions, wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles (in 2013), mining and quarrying (in 2020), supply of electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning (in 2020). According to the indicator of marginal labor
productivity, the best results compared to the general indicator for Ukraine are
obtained by enterprises that operate in the field of construction, financial and
insurance activities, real estate operations, agriculture, forestry and fisheries,
processing industry. The study showed that for enterprises of the extractive industry
and the development of careers and enterprises that carry out activities in the field of
art, sports, entertainment and recreation, an increase in labor costs leads to a decrease
in the volume of produced products (goods, services). That is, increasing labor costs
at these enterprises is economically unprofitable. According to our calculations, these
enterprises have the best indicators of the efficiency of using such a resource as
capital, which opens up prospects for further research in the chosen direction.

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INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE IN IMPLEMENTING
MODERN MODELS OF CREDIT COOPERATION

Credit cooperation is an essential element of any state's financial and credit
system, providing access to financial resources for population groups not served by
traditional banking institutions. This article examines the international experience in
the development of credit cooperation, identifying key challenges, patterns of
establishment and functioning of this financial institution, as well as its role in the
agricultural credit system. An analysis of the organizational, economic, and legal
foundations of credit cooperatives in various countries was conducted, highlighting
the primary approaches to their legal regulation. These include general legal
regulation of cooperation, banking legislation, specific legislation for agricultural
credit cooperatives, or the absence of state cooperative regulation. Special attention is
given to the organization of agricultural credit cooperatives, their role in supporting
farming enterprises, and the improvement of their operational mechanisms. The main
principles of credit cooperatives, particularly those formulated by F. Raiffeisen and
G. Schulze-Delitzsch, are explored, along with their evolution and adaptation to
contemporary conditions. Different types of rural credit cooperatives — specialized,
universal, and multifunctional — are analyzed, focusing on their impact on the
development of rural economies and financial inclusion. International approaches to
profit distribution, member participation in cooperative activities, and democratic
management are examined, demonstrating how cooperative principles can be
effectively integrated into modern financial systems. It was found that credit
cooperation enhances financial accessibility, supports local economic development,
and reduces social inequality. The authors emphasize the importance of introducing
effective legal mechanisms for regulating credit cooperatives to ensure their long-term
stability. The findings allow for the development of recommendations for improving
national models of credit cooperation, taking into account the successful experiences
of other countries, thus contributing to sustainable socio-economic development.

Statement of the problem in a general form and its
connection with important scientific and practical tasks. Credit
cooperation is an essential component of the financial and credit
systems in many countries worldwide, aimed at providing access to
financial resources for segments of the population that may not always
qualify for commercial bank loans. Its development is based on unique
principles of mutual assistance, democratic governance, and collective
decision-making. Examining international experiences in credit
cooperation not only reveals patterns in its functioning but also
enhances mechanisms for supporting agricultural producers and small
businesses. The peculiarities of legal regulation, organizational
models of credit cooperation, and its integration with the banking
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system highlight a wide range of approaches that can be beneficial for
other nations.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the solution to the
proble m was initiated. The issue of the development of credit
cooperatives as a segment of the financial and credit system of
countries is a central focus of many researchers. Among the main
directions of research, one can highlight the analysis of the
organizational and legal foundations of the functioning of credit
cooperatives in different countries, the impact of the cooperative
movement on the agricultural sector of the economy, and the socio-
economic role of cooperatives in promoting financial inclusion.

A significant contribution to the development of the theory of
credit cooperatives was made by foreign researchers, in particular, the
study of the principles of Raiffeisen and Schulze-Delitzsch, which
formed the basis of modern models of credit cooperatives. European
authors  (Germany, France, Netherlands) emphasize the
transformation of cooperatives into financial institutions of a banking
type. In Asian countries (Japan, China), considerable attention is paid
to adapting credit cooperation to the needs of the agricultural sector
and regional economic features.

At the same time, Ukrainian researchers O. Antoniuk, V.
Goncharenko, F. Gorbonos, A. Milka, O. Mohylny, A. Olenchik, A.
Panteleymonenko, and others focus on the potential of credit unions
to support small and medium-sized farming businesses, as well as
analyze the problems of legislative regulation of their activities.
However, insufficient attention has been given to the integration of
international experience into national models of credit cooperation,
which determines the need for further research in this area.

Objectives of the article. The aim of the study is to analyze
international experience in the organization and functioning of credit
cooperation, identify its main principles, legal foundations, and
directions for improvement. Special attention is given to agricultural
credit cooperatives, their role in the economic support of farming
enterprises, as well as the methods of regulating their activities in
different countries around the world.
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Presentation of the main material of the study with a full
justification of the obtained scientific results. Credit cooperation
worldwide is one of the segments of the financial and credit system of
any state, serving a category of clients traditionally unattractive for
commercial bank lending. International experience in the development
of credit cooperation is important for identifying the main problems,
patterns of formation and functioning of this financial institution,
determining its place in the agricultural credit system, and forming
directions for its improvement. Research on the development of credit
cooperation in different countries allows us to study the variations and
peculiarities of credit cooperation, as well as avoid potential mistakes.

Regulation of credit cooperative organizations in different
countries is carried out in various forms, namely:

- general legal regulation of all forms of cooperation (Germany,
Finland);

- activity of credit cooperatives regulated by banking legislation
(ltaly, Spain);

- special legal regulation of agricultural credit cooperation
(USA, France, China);

- special legal regulation of agricultural, including credit
cooperation (Japan);

- absence of national cooperative legislation (Denmark).

The foundations of rural credit cooperatives, based on the legal
force of the sources of law in the country, can be classified by two
main criteria: countries where the main source of law for agricultural
credit cooperation is the law (Germany, Italy, Spain, Ireland, Finland,
USA, China, Japan); countries where the principles of rural credit
cooperation are determined by subordinate legal acts (Denmark)
(Antoniuk and Shevchuk, 2023).

In Germany, France, and the Netherlands, the activity of
agricultural credit cooperatives is regulated not only by legislation on
credit cooperatives but also by banking legislation, which is why some
experts speak of the complete transformation of credit cooperatives
into ordinary banking institutions.

Analysis of the organizational, economic, and legal foundations
abroad shows several directions in defining the concept of agricultural
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credit cooperative. The first direction is based on general legal
regulation of all forms of cooperation. This applies to Germany,
Finland, and Israel. Since these countries lack special legal regulation
of agricultural credit cooperation, legislation defines a general concept
of cooperation, under which credit cooperatives also fall. For example,
Germany's Law of May 1, 1889, defines a cooperative as a society
with an unlimited number of participants, whose goal is to promote
income or the economic activities of its members through a joint
economic enterprise (Ushkarenko, 2009). Therefore, all cooperatives,
including agricultural credit cooperatives, are granted a unified legal
status. Finnish cooperative societies have a similar status. The Law
«On Cooperative Societies» states that a cooperative enterprise is an
association whose membership and capital are not predetermined,
created for economic activity benefiting the society's members, who
use its services.

The general concept of a cooperative is also found in Sweden's
cooperative legislation. According to 81 of the Law «On Cooperative
Societies», a cooperative society is a business enterprise that operates
on the basis of mutual assistance and joint activities of its participants
with the aim of developing economic interests and their participation
in using the society's services. A similar approach is found in Israel’s
legislation (Looney et al., 2004). The legislator, using the term
«moshav-ovdim», understands it as a cooperative association created
for purchasing, selling, credit, and insurance operations.

The second direction in defining the concept of a credit
cooperative is based on general legal regulation of all credit
cooperation, including agricultural. An example is the United States,
where legislation provides a general concept of credit cooperatives
that conduct consumer and production lending. Organizations
providing cooperative credit in the USA are known as either «credit
unions» or «credit societies». The legislative definition of a credit
union was given in 1934. A federal credit union is understood as a
cooperative association, privately owned, created through voluntary
membership on the principles of mutual assistance, functioning based
on a statute, and intended for placing members' savings and providing
credit for «productive purposes». The legal status of credit unions
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allows them to provide services to promote savings, teach rational
money usage, and ensure sources of loan funds at low interest rates.
Furthermore, credit unions are now recognized as «non-bank financial
deposit institutions that accumulate members' funds and provide
loans». The possibility of creating cooperatives for lending was first
provided by legislation in some states in the 1920s, as at that time, the
creation of credit cooperatives was secondary to other forms of
cooperation. For example, «farmers could create cooperatives for joint
activities in trade, purchasing, selling, processing agricultural
products, as well as financing these activities». Currently, farmers can
create credit cooperatives exclusively for financing their production
needs.

The third direction involves the legislative definition of the
concept of agricultural cooperative, which also applies to agricultural
credit cooperatives. This is the case in Japanese cooperative
legislation. Thus, the Japanese law «On Cooperatives» of 1947 defines
an agricultural cooperative as an association of farmers created for
collecting, selling agricultural products, purchasing means of
production, conducting consultations, mutual assistance, crediting,
and insurance. The fourth direction involves granting agricultural
credit cooperatives a special legal status. This is reflected in the
legislative establishment of the definition of agricultural credit
cooperatives, characteristic of the credit cooperatives in France and
China.

The general concept of a cooperative is outlined in the French
Law «On Cooperation» of 1947, according to which «a cooperative is
an association or union that conducts economic activity and operates
on the basis of an agreement whereby two or more persons agree to
combine their resources for the purpose of sharing profits and utilizing
the savings resulting from this union» (Patrick, 1999). At the same
time, considering the specifics of banking cooperatives, French
legislation includes a special definition of a cooperative credit
institution. Since one type of banking cooperative in France is mutual
credit funds, they are defined in the French Law of 1920 as
cooperatives with special legal status, distinct from other cooperatives,
created for the mutual service of the cooperative's members.
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The concept of an agricultural credit cooperative (ACC) is
clearly formulated regarding its nature in the cooperative legislation
of China. An ACC is understood as a financial organization
voluntarily created by peasants for mutual benefit in crediting through
the mobilization of contributions. Therefore, rural credit cooperatives
can be divided into:

1) specialized credit cooperatives that focus on a specific area
of economic activity — agriculture (such as rural credit funds in
France);

2) universal credit cooperatives specializing in providing
consumer credit to their members (for example, rural credit unions in
the USA, rural funds in Italy);

3) multifunctional agricultural cooperatives that, along with
other production or service activities, provide credit to their members,
where crediting is secondary to the other functions of the cooperative
(for example, cooperatives in Israel and Japan).

The principles of organizing agricultural credit cooperatives
have important theoretical and practical significance. During the
emergence of credit cooperation, F. Raiffeisen and G. Schulze-
Delitzsch (Germany) developed the foundations of two systems of
rural and urban credit cooperation (Patrick, 1999). The principles of
the Raiffeisen system of credit cooperation include: localization of the
cooperative's activity, non-shareholding basis, non-distribution of
profits, creation of indivisible funds, recognition of the need for state
support, long-term crediting, universal nature of activities, free labor
of managers, centralization, and unlimited liability. The principles of
Schulze-Delitzsch's urban credit cooperation included: shareholding
basis, profit distribution proportional to shares, non-interference of the
state, short-term lending, payment for cooperative administration's
labor, decentralization, limitation of credit cooperatives’ activities to
only credit functions, and limited liability of cooperative members.

With the development of credit cooperation, there was an
integration of principles from these two systems, some of the basic
principles disappeared, while others transformed. Despite the
differences in the functioning of credit cooperatives in different
countries, many principles are common to all credit cooperatives. All
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general principles can be classified into principles inherent to all
cooperatives, regardless of their field of activity, and principles
specific only to credit cooperatives. The first group includes
cooperative principles approved in 1995 at the Manchester Congress
of the International Cooperative Alliance. These include: voluntary
and open membership, self-management, democratic control, and
economic participation of cooperative members in its activities.

Among the principles of the second group, we can mention:

1) the targeted orientation of the cooperative's activity —
promoting the satisfaction of members' needs for credit and savings,
rather than making a profit;

2) locality (characterized, in particular, by cooperatives in the
USA, Germany, and France. For example, in France, the operational
scope of a single fund cannot exceed 1-2 departments).

Other principles of the functioning of credit cooperatives have
significantly changed over time. The most radical changes have
occurred in principles such as «one person — one vote» and the
mandatory participation of members in the cooperative's operations.
In the cooperative legislation of several countries, the traditional
principle of decision-making in the cooperative has been altered.
Instead, the principle of voting according to the shares held in the
cooperative's operations is applied. For example, in France, the
principle of «equivalence of votes» is used, where one shareholder has
several votes, but on the condition that no one shareholder can have
more than 1/20 of the total votes at the general meeting. A similar
provision is found in Finnish legislation. Thus, & 53 of the
«Cooperative Societies Act» stipulates that, when making decisions, a
combination of two principles is possible: «one person — one vote»
and «one shareholder — several votes».

Directly related to the principle of participation in management
is the principle of mandatory involvement of the cooperative member
in its economic activities. This is explained by the fact that in a number
of countries, the number of votes held by a member depends on the
extent of their participation in the cooperative’s activities. In these
countries, participation of the cooperative members in its economic
activities is compulsory. The principle of profit distribution among
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cooperative members in proportion to their participation in the
cooperative's economic activities is generally preserved in credit
cooperatives. However, in several countries, the profit of credit
cooperatives is not distributed among members but is directed to a
reserve fund (Netherlands). The principle of equality of shares among
cooperative members is also maintained in credit cooperatives
(Germany, Netherlands). At the same time, in some countries, only the
minimum size of the share contribution is defined, and the member of
the cooperative may contribute a larger amount as their share (China).

Conclusions. Credit cooperation is an important component of
the financial and credit system, playing a significant role in providing
access to financial resources for population groups that are often
overlooked by commercial banks. The international experience in the
development of credit cooperation demonstrates the variety of
approaches to its organization, legal regulation, and functioning. The
article highlights four main areas of legal regulation of credit
cooperation, depending on the characteristics of the legislation in
different countries. These areas include both universal approaches,
covering all forms of cooperation, and specialized approaches focused
on agricultural cooperatives. This allows for the creation of effective
legal and organizational models adapted to the economic and social
conditions of individual countries.

The study of the principles of credit cooperation organization
shows that the foundational ideas laid out by F. Raiffeisen and G.
Schulze-Delitzsch continue to influence modern cooperative
activities. At the same time, the evolution of cooperative principles,
such as profit distribution, locality of activity, democratic
management, and member participation in economic activities,
indicates the need for adaptation to changing market conditions.
Special attention is given to the classification of rural credit
cooperatives, which differ in terms of specialization, universality, and
multifunctionality. This approach allows for meeting the needs of
various population groups and ensuring the stability of cooperatives.
Further development of credit cooperation should be based on
integrating international experience, considering national specifics,
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and creating favorable conditions for the long-term stability of
cooperatives.
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THE SUBJECTIVITY OF THE COLLECTIVE IN THE
CONTEXT OF THE ORGANIZATION AND FUNCTIONING
OF JOINT ACTIVITY

The article explores joint activity as a complex socio-psychological
phenomenon involving the interaction of individuals within a collective subject. The
structural and dynamic characteristics of joint activity are analyzed, highlighting
processes such as imitation, cooperation, empathy, emotional contagion, and
reflection. The study identifies the primary types of joint activity: joint-interactive,
joint-sequential, joint-individual, and joint-creative, focusing on their distinctive
features. Emphasis is placed on the role of collective subjects as integrated groups
functioning through shared behaviors, relationships, and coordinated actions. The
importance of social-psychological processes, including goal-setting, motivation,
coordination, and management, in ensuring the effectiveness of joint activity is
underlined. The article integrates findings from empirical studies, including those by
Ukrainian scholars, and discusses methods to enhance the efficiency of joint activity
by fostering collective subjectivity and optimizing interaction within groups. The
analysis underscores the need for a systematic approach to investigating collective
behavior and its application in various organizational contexts.

Statement of the problem in a general form and its
connection with important scientific and practical tasks.
Collaborative activity is one of the key forms of human activity
organization, which ensures the achievement of goals beyond the
capabilities of an individual. This activity presents itself as a multi-
level system of interaction among individuals united by a common
goal, motives, and tasks. Its success depends on the harmonious
combination of individual activity of participants and the ability of the
group to function as a unified collective subject.

Scientific interest in collaborative activity is driven by its
significance in various spheres of life, ranging from production
processes to socio-cultural and educational practices. Specifically,
researchers focus on understanding the structure of collaborative
activity, its dynamics, mechanisms of participant interaction, and the
study of the phenomenon of the collective subject. Analyzing these
aspects helps identify the fundamental patterns of group activity
functioning, which serve as the basis for enhancing its effectiveness.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the solution to the
proble m was initiated. The study of collaborative activity is actively
developing in contemporary science. The works of S.D. Maksymenko,
V.0. Tatenko and H.S. Kostiuk laid the methodological foundations
for analyzing mental processes in the context of group activity.
Significant contributions come from A.Y. Kapska, who explores the
socio-psychological aspects of personality integration into the group.
Among the contemporary directions of studying collaborative activity,
research on types of interaction in groups occupies an important place.
For example, the works of V.I. Andrushchenko and O.V. Kirychuk
focus on the socio-organizational aspects of group activity, while T.M.
Titarenko’s research examines the impact of group cohesion and
collective motivation on the effectiveness of activity.

In recent years, researchers have focused more on the dynamic
characteristics of the collective subject. In this context, Ukrainian
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authors, including O.M. Yatsenko, emphasize the importance of
coordination of actions, reflection, and the integration of individual
activity into group processes.

Thus, contemporary scientific works not only clarify the
theoretical foundations of collaborative activity research but also offer
practical recommendations for improving interaction in various social,
professional, and cultural contexts. At the same time, there is a need
for a deeper analysis of integration processes, motivation, and
dynamic changes in collaborative activity in the context of modern
society.

Objectives of the article. The aim of the article is to
systematize and summarize theoretical approaches to the study of
collaborative activity as a multi-level system of interaction among
individuals aimed at achieving a common goal, as well as to analyze
the structural and dynamic characteristics of the collective subject.
The research aims to identify the specific features of collaborative
activity, its key components, the mechanisms of interaction among
participants, and the typology of socio-psychological processes that
ensure the effectiveness of group work.

Presentation of the main material of the study with a full
justification of the obtained scientific results. Among the important
theoretical problems is the issue of the relationship between individual
and collective activity. The structure of collective activity can be
distinguished by the type of individual (general goal, task
specification, motives of the participants in collective activity (CA),
planning, decision-making, result evaluation), additionally identifying
a number of specific processes and factors of CA, such as: imitation,
suggestion, emotional contagion, empathy, cooperation, etc. When
analyzing collective activity, the collective subject is distinguished,
which is interpreted in the works of various authors as follows:

1. «Collective subject» and «collective as a subject»are treated
identically, where the former becomes only an epistemological
meaning of the collective.

2. «Collective subject» is understood as an alternative to the
«individual subject» or «subject» in general.

3. «Collective subject» is a certain quality of the collective
(group), the quality of being a subject (i.e., subjectivity).
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4. «Collective subject» is understood as any group of people
who act together or behave as a unified whole, i.e., any aggregation of
people that manifests through different forms of behavior,
relationships, interaction, etc (Deci, 2015).

We understand the «collective subject» as any group of people
who act together or behave as a unified whole, i.e., any aggregation of
people manifested through various forms of behavior, relationships,
interactions, etc. At the same time, three main subject qualities of the
collective subject are distinguished:

- interconnection and interdependence of individuals within the
group (contributes to the formation of a group state as a state of pre-
activity, the most important condition for any activity);

- the ability of the group to manifest different forms of
collective activity (i.e., to be a unified whole in relation to other social
objects or to itself);

- the group's ability for reflection (ensures the formation of a
social-psychological «We» in the group, group social representations
about their group, promotes the readiness of group members for
collective activity in general, and helps group members adequately
navigate the social environment).

Such a characteristic as the ability of the group to manifest
collective forms of activity is paramount. At the same time, it is
important to consider that for specific groups, these characteristics
may be leading or dominant, while others may be less pronounced
(Ryan and Deci, 2013). Therefore, it is necessary to take into account
the existence of different forms of manifestation of group subjectivity:
potential subjectivity, real subjectivity, and reflecting subjectivity. To
analyze the structure of collective activity, the basic components of
the psychological structure of individual activity are used, namely:

- the socially necessary task;

- the general goal — the idealized vision of the future result that
the community of individuals (the collective subject) strives to
achieve;

- the common motive that encourages the community of
individuals to engage in collective activity (CA);

- joint actions — elements directed towards performing current
(operational and fairly simple) tasks of CA,

- the common result and its subjective reflection by the
collective subject.

We believe that the category of interaction plays a crucial role
in the analysis of collective activity, as CA represents the unity of two
aspects: mutual influence on the common object of labor; the influence
of CA participants on one another, conditioned by the social relations
of production (Mossholder, 2017).

Interaction between people is a fundamental feature of CA, and
its main distinguishing characteristic compared to individual activity.
Interaction refers to a system of actions where the actions of one
person or group of people determine certain actions of others, and the
actions of the latter, in turn, influence the actions of the former. Based
on the direction of interaction among people in a labor collective,
several main types of interaction can be distinguished: object-oriented
interaction (interaction aimed at changing the subject of joint labor);
subject-oriented interaction (interaction aimed at changing the
characteristics of the individual and collective subjects);
organizationally oriented interaction (interaction aimed at changing
the organizational and managerial characteristics of the group's life
activity).

The structure of collective activity is essentially formed,
functions, and develops through interaction between individual
participants. In collective activity, all three types of interaction can be
represented; however, it is only the goal-oriented or object-oriented
interaction between participants that makes the activity of the
collective truly collective.

A dynamic approach to analyzing collective activity is based on
the postulate that collective activity unfolds in various socio-
psychological processes. Their totality and specific sequence allow for
the identification and description of its distinctive features and forms
of organization. In accordance with the previously defined distinct
characteristics of collective activity (CA), the subject of special
analysis includes the processes of group goal formation and goal-
setting, the formation of motives and motivation, the distribution and
integration of individual activities and actions within the group, their
coordination and harmonization, management influences, as well as
group evaluation of individual contributions and the overall final
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results of CA. Based on the systemic principle of multilevelness and
hierarchy, primary socio-psychological processes (based on a single
element of activity) and secondary socio-psychological processes
(which concern all structural components) are distinguished.

At the same time, it should be noted the necessity of using a
systemic approach to the study of group psychology, which requires
considering it in the following aspects: as an independent formation
with specific patterns; as part of a larger whole, which can be various
communities sequentially; as the result of the interaction between the
group and its individual elements and subsystems (members or their
microgroups); in relation to external conditions of group formation as
a system, including its interaction with other labor communities
(Rampersad, 2008).

Through interactions and relationships in collective activity
(CA), the connections between the individual and the group
(collective), the individual and the activity (behavior), and the group
and the activity (behavior) of its individual members are most fully
realized and revealed.

Moreover, the main and additional connections specific to the
participants of CA can be highlighted:

- main connections: technological, spatial-temporal, functional,
economic, organizational-management, and socio-psychological;

- additional connections: "material" connections, i.e., mediated
by common tools for performing labor activity, and connections based
on the socio-demographic characteristics of the CA participants. Other
types of collective activity (CA), or forms of interaction within
collective labor, include:

- joint-interacting type is characterized by the mandatory
participation of everyone in solving the common task, where the
intensity of labor among participants is approximately the same. The
specifics of their activity are determined by the leader and, as a rule,
are minimally changeable. The effectiveness of the collective activity
depends equally on the work of each participant.

- joint-sequential type differs from the jointly-individual type
by the temporal distribution and order of each participant's
involvement in the work. The sequence implies that one participant
starts the work first, followed by the next, and so on. The specifics of

each participant's activity are determined by the goals of transforming
the tool into a result, which are characteristic of this particular stage
of the technological process.

- joint-individual type is distinguished by minimizing the
interaction between participants. Each performer executes their
segment of the work, and the specifics of the activity are determined
by the individual characteristics and professional position of each.
Each participant presents the result of their work in a defined form and
location. Personal direct interaction may be almost absent, occurring
in indirect forms. The performers are united only by the common
object of labor, which each processes in their specific way.

- joint-creative type is characterized by the creation of a special
type of activity — co-creation, where each participant is an equal
participant in the creation of something new. This type is distinguished
by the particular activity of each participant in the interaction process.
The formed groups usually have high flexibility, with changing
composition and internal structure depending on the tasks and
conditions of their implementation.

Additionally, the connection between the type of CA,
organizational culture, and management form is highlighted (see
Table 1).

In our work, we based our analysis on the concept that joint
activity is an organized system of interaction among individuals,
aimed at the purposeful production (or reproduction) of objects of
material and spiritual culture. The distinctive features of joint activity
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include: the presence of a common goal and shared motivation (the
drive to work together); the division of labor into functionally
interconnected components and their distribution among participants;
the integration of individuals and their individual actions with
coordinated execution; the presence of management; and common
final results.

The structure of joint activity (JA) is a dynamically developing
state of the subject of JA, determined by a system of various factors.
In the structure of JA, one can identify components such as: the
socially necessary task; the common goal; the shared motive; joint
actions; and the general result, as well as its subjective reflection by
the collective subject.

A collective subject is any group of people who act together or
behave in a coordinated manner, manifesting themselves through
various forms of behavior, relationships, interactions, etc. The main
formal-structural characteristics of a collective subject include:
numerical composition, form of organization (structure of connections
between elements forming the subject), and
homogeneity/heterogeneity.

The dynamic (processual) characteristics of the collective
subject of activity include: goal orientation (the aspiration towards a
major, socially significant goal); motivation (active, interested, and
effective drive for JA); integrity (internal unity of constituent
elements); structure (clear and strict division of functions, tasks,
rights, duties, and responsibilities among the group members, and the
definition of its structure); coordination (harmonious integration of
group members, mutual dependence of their actions); organization
(orderliness); effectiveness (the ability to achieve positive results); and
spatial and temporal aspects of the conditions of vital activity.

ConclusionsThe collective subject is the main driving force of
joint activity, which is formed based on the interconnection and
interdependence of individuals, the group's ability for reflection, and
the manifestation of joint activity. These characteristics determine the
effectiveness and harmony of the group's work. The structure of joint
activity is based on elements analogous to individual activity: a
common goal, shared motives, socially necessary tasks, joint actions,
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and the general result. At the same time, specific processes such as
imitation, empathy, and cooperation are key to its organization.

The types of interaction in joint activity, including the co-
interactive, co-sequential, co-individual, and co-creative types, reflect
the diversity of the organization of collective labor. Their
effectiveness depends on the level of coordination between
participants and the conditions of the activity.

In summary, it can be stated that joint activity is an integral part
of social interaction, requiring systematic analysis and practical
improvement. Understanding the regularities of the formation and
functioning of the collective subject, as well as optimizing its dynamic
characteristics, can contribute to enhancing the effectiveness of
collective activity in modern society.

ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT IN THE SUSTAINABLE
DEVELOPMENT SYSTEM OF
«ECO-CITY» LUTSK
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The article examines the significance of environmental management for the
formation of an ecologically clean city of Lutsk in compliance with the criterion of
sustainable development, with the aim of achieving the European level in the post-
war period of development of our state. Accordingly, the need to introduce effective
management of urban environmental policy is highlighted.

The main problems of the current city of Lutsk are noted, in particular, the
negative impact on the quality of atmospheric air by mobile sources of pollution
(transportation), solid household waste, accumulated precipitation at the city's sewage
treatment plants, which in turn create an ecological risk not only for the urban
environment, but also for health of the local population. In addition, financing by the
local authorities for maintaining the proper ecological condition of the city,
reconstruction, improvement of the territory, etc. In order to develop the
environmental management of this territory, a SWOT analysis of the city of Lutsk
was conducted, which noted the positive aspects of the city's infrastructure and, in
parallel with them, the existing environmental problems of today, which should be
worked on, and some should be invested in.

Attention is focused on the possible potential in the development of the city
for further prosperity (modernization of transport infrastructure; improvement of the
water supply system, drainage, urban sewage treatment facilities; exploitation of clean
energy sources; solving the issue of disposal of solid household waste; increasing the
area of greening; developing an assessment of the impact on the environment of
certain areas facilities; planning for the protection of the city's natural environment).
And with the investment of nature protection measures and replenishment of the city
budget. On the basis of the obtained results, an author's model of management in the
field of environmental protection and nature management was created for the further
development of Lutsk as an «eco-city», which regionally borders European states with
natural, historical-cultural and cultural-scientific resources.

FEATURES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL AUDIT OF THE
RIVNE REGION THROUGH THE CASE METHOD

The article notes the significant practical importance of conducting a territorial
environmental audit in modern conditions, using the example of the Rivne region. A modern
environmental audit helps to integrate environmental aspects into economic and social
planning, ensuring harmonious development of the territory without harming the
environment. It is proposed to conduct it according to the case method, which makes it
possible to assess the ecological situation of the region in detail. That is, important
environmental problems are described that need to be solved using different approaches and
find optimal solutions. With the help of the case method, a simulation scheme of the
environmental audit of the Rivne region, which consists of separate blocks, was developed.
They present the main ecological problems of the region, both of national and local
importance: deterioration of the quality of atmospheric air, water and biological resources;
impact of man-made load; lack of disposal of solid household waste; as a result of the shelling,
there is a possible environmental risk from the Rivne nuclear power plant. The main sources
of pollution in the Rivne region are listed. The real changes in the environment caused by the
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anthropogenic load on the surrounding natural environment of the region are described:
disruption of the ecosystem as a result of unsanctioned extraction of natural resources, in
particular amber; problems of storage and disposal of unsuitable chemical means of plant
protection; lack of waste processing enterprises; intervention of the population in the nature
reserve fund; change in the chemical composition of air, surface and underground waters;
worn sewage treatment equipment; poaching interventions in biodiversity; damage caused
during rocket attacks on the territory of the region. A number of environmental protection
proposals were developed and proposed for further development in the post-war development
of the Rivne region with an emphasis on: making corrections to the legislative framework;
promotion and implementation of environmental projects; active work of local self-
government; systematic environmental monitoring; restoration and reproduction of natural
resources; raising the level of environmental culture among the local population.

The article examines the effectiveness of digital transformation and its
component, the digital economy, and also analyzes the impact of digital
transformation on society and its economic aspects. This article examines such
concepts as digital transformation, digital economy and their advantages and
disadvantages in the context of globalization. The prospects of the economies of states
with a consistent and well-thought-out approach to digital transformation and digital
economy and "superficial" are also considered, and the need for the development of
the state and its economic sector in this direction is proven.

Further research in this direction should focus on the analysis of specific
schemes of digitalization and digital transformation within the framework of countries
of a certain profile (agrarian, industrial, tourism-oriented, and others), as well as on
typical problems in the implementation of digital transformation at the state level and
at the level of specific enterprises.

An important role in the study of digitization and digital transformation is
played by studies that are not directly related to these concepts, but are very important.
For example, research on cyber security, which is described by Dulyaba. N.,
Abramychem O., who researched the theoretical foundations of digital security. In
addition, an important role is played by the legal side of this issue, which was studied,
for example, by Jean Laseg and Antoine Garapon in the book "Digital Justice".

We should also not forget the research of the scientist Nicolaso Negroponte,
who was the first to introduce the concept of "digital economy" into the economy.

The reasons for the effectiveness of the implementation of digitalization, as
well as the risks of its implementation, were also considered by the scientist Tony
Saldanha in her study "WHY DIGITAL TRANSFORMATIONS FAIL: THE
SURPRISING DISCIPLINES OF HOW TO TAKE OFF AND STAY AHEAD."

Typical mistakes in the implementation of digital transformation at the state
level and the possible results of such implementation are considered. And the
emphasis is on the need for further research in this direction, their relevance and
necessity.

PRIORITIES FOR IMPLEMENTING THE CONCEPT OF
DECENT WORK IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF
EUROPEAN INTEGRATION AND POST-WAR RECOVERY

The article analyzes the significance of European integration processes for
implementing the concept of decent work in Ukraine. Integration into the European
economic space creates prerequisites for improving national labor legislation, raising
labor standards, and enhancing social protection. It has been studied that the current
stage of European integration requires the adaptation of the Ukrainian legal system to
EU standards, particularly in terms of protecting labor rights and ensuring adequate
working conditions. Key challenges have been identified, including the low level of
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minimum wages, economic instability, and the lack of systemic reforms hindering the
implementation of European standards. The study examines the experience of EU
countries in ensuring decent work. It was noted that countries with high minimum
wages and developed social protection systems provide stable conditions for workers
and a favorable business climate. A comparison with Ukraine highlights significant
gaps that can be addressed through the implementation of effective reforms and the
adaptation of successful European practices.

The role of the "Decent Work Program in Ukraine 2020-2024" has been
studied. This program aims to improve social dialogue, enhance employment
productivity, and improve working conditions. It is based on a results-oriented
approach and takes into account national priorities. A new priority has been
proposed—focused on social support and reintegration of vulnerable population
groups, such as veterans, internally displaced persons, and people with disabilities.
This approach addresses the modern challenges posed by the war and contributes to
Ukraine's post-war recovery. The proposed changes can be implemented only through
coordinated cooperation between the government, businesses, trade unions, and the
scientific community. The article emphasizes that such measures will contribute to
raising social standards, improving working conditions, and ensuring sustainable
economic growth. European integration opens up opportunities for Ukraine to build a
modern economy based on the principles of decent work, social justice, and the
protection of citizens' rights.

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FINANCING OF CONSTRUCTION ENTERPRISES OF
UKRAINE IN THE CONDITIONS OF CURRENT
CHALLENGES

The article examines the current state of financing and the peculiarities of the
development of the domestic construction sector in wartime conditions. It was found
that during global challenges, such as the corona virus epidemic and full-scale war in
the country, the state of financing of construction enterprises worsened due to
unprofitable operations, the growth of uncovered losses and, accordingly, the negative
amount of equity capital. It has been established that construction and contracting
organizations finance their activities mainly at the expense of borrowed funds, namely
current liabilities and guarantees, and due to high interest rates and credit risks, they
do not actively resort to bank lending today. The key determinants of the micro- and
macroenvironment have been determined directly affect the structure of financial
capital of construction enterprises. Summarized the main factors caused by the war,
which negatively affect the activity of construction enterprises and the state of their
financing. In particular, this is a change in logistics routes and an increase in energy
costs; rising prices for construction materials; shortage of certain types of construction
materials and construction products, a difficult situation with working capital and
reserves that are quickly depleted; low market demand; forced shutdown of many
construction sites for an indefinite period, etc. The main macroeconomic directions of
promoting the development of the construction business and increasing its
profitability have been determined, such as: a transparent program of post-war
reconstruction of the country, active involvement of international partners in it;
lowering the price of mortgage loans; stimulation of innovative technologies to reduce
the cost of projects; solving problems with the logistics of supplying basic building
materials; transparent government policy for developers and investors; stimulation of
public-private partnerships for housing restoration, etc.

Statement of the problem in a general form and its
connection with important scientific and practical tasks. The
effectiveness of the process of construction and timely commissioning
of construction objects within the planned budget and in conditions of
shortage of financial resources is based on competent organization and
flexibility of construction financing, the achievement and support of
which is a key condition for effective management of investment and
construction activities and is manifested in the competent selection of
sources financial resources and compliance with their rational ratio.
The technical and economic features of construction production,
characteristic of the construction industry, require significant efforts
to find and attract the necessary sources of financing and affect the
interests of each of the participants in the construction process: from
contractors and developers to investors and creditors. Domestic
construction companies faced a particularly acute problem of
financing during the full-scale war in Ukraine. The war became a
serious challenge for the economy of our country, in particular for the
entire construction industry, having a negative impact on the scale of
construction, the cost of construction works and the demand for
construction products, etc. All this, in turn, could not but affect the
financing problems of construction sector enterprises and their
profitability.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the solution to the
problem was initiated. The problems of researching the financial
support of the activities of enterprises and factors affecting the
structure of their capital formation are largely covered in the works of
domestic and foreign scientists, in particular, such as: Blakyta G.V.,
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Sytnyk G.V., Vysochyn LV. (Blakyta etc., 2023), Golubka Y.V.,
Nesterova S.V., Mykhalchynets G.T. (Golubka etc., 2019), Dropa
Ya.B. (Dropa, 2016), Zhuravlova T.O. (Zhuravlova, 2020),
Ivakhnenko 1. (lvakhnenko, 2021), Chobitok V., Matsyshyn M.
(Chobitok and Matsyshyn, 2024), Bevan A., Danbolt J. (Bevan &
Danbolt, 2002), Chen J. (Chen, 2004), Delcoure N. (Delcoure, 2007)
and others. However, in our opinion, the specifics and determinants of
influence on the formation and efficiency of the use of financial
resources in the construction sector of the economy, especially in
wartime, require further research.

Whole articles. The purpose of the article is to identify the
peculiarities of financing the construction sector of the economy in
Ukraine under the conditions of modern challenges.

Presentation of the main material of the study with a full
justification of the obtained scientific results. Given the significant
dependence on the volatility of real estate market indicators and its
cyclicality, the construction industry has always been considered risky
for investors and creditors: the boom in construction production and
the inevitable subsequent recession turn into a crisis for the entire
economy, exerting a destabilizing effect mainly on the financial
system. In turn, the high risk of the construction industry leads to high
reputational, asset and reporting requirements from potential investors
and lenders and results in tight construction financing conditions,
while requiring a precautionary approach to financing decisions.

Sources of financial resources that are attracted and used by
construction enterprises for the implementation of construction
projects can be divided according to the following criteria:

1) depending on the origin of the capital: instruments of
internal, external classical and innovative financing;

2) depending on the legal status of persons who provide
financial resources: those formed on the basis of own, borrowed and
mixed capital.

Internal financing tools are formed in the process of production
activity and reflect the ability of the construction company to self-
finance. However, the volume of these resources is usually small, so
for the implementation of large construction projects, it is necessary
to attract additional external sources provided by third parties
(investors and creditors).
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Of special interest, in our opinion, is a group of innovative
financing tools based on the hybrid nature of these sources, which
provides for an intermediate balance position between net equity and
classic debt financing, as well as the possibility of transforming debt
into equity capital. Innovative financing includes instruments of
mezzanine financing and structured financing.

Mezzanine financing is a hybrid of debt and equity financing,
the instruments of which are: profit certificate, subordinated debt,
silent participation, equity debt, convertible debt, option debt.
Structured financing instruments include asset-backed securities,
structured credit, takeover financing, and project financing.

It should be noted that in international practice, various forms
of mezzanine and structured financing are widespread in the
organization of construction of real estate due to long-term and
contractual flexibility. In Ukraine, structured financing instruments
are mainly used to finance construction.

We will analyze the specifics of the formation of financial
capital of construction enterprises in Ukraine. The construction
complex is one of the important spheres of the national economy,
which makes it possible to bring the country out of crisis in times of
economic crisis, thanks to the fact that the development of
construction gives impetus to the development of many related
industries.

Analysis of the sources of financial resources in construction
showed that construction sector enterprises that build residential and
non-residential buildings (according to KVED 41.20) finance their
business mainly through loans and borrowed resources (Table 1).

The results of the study show that over the past five years,
despite significant challenges (coronavirus epidemic and full-scale
war), there has been a gradual increase in the amount of financial
capital of Ukrainian construction companies, which is a positive trend.
Thus, compared to 2019, the amount of financial capital increased by
24.2%. In the composition of the financial capital of construction
companies, equity capital occupies a small share, much smaller than
the normative value for industrial enterprises, and during the last five
years, with the exception of 2021, it had a negative value, which is due
to the presence of uncovered losses. Thus, construction and
contracting organizations finance their activities mainly at the expense
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of borrowed funds, namely current liabilities and guarantees, which
made up 88.8% of the financial capital by the end of 2023.

As the research showed, construction firms do not currently
actively use such a source of capital attraction as bank loans (due to
high interest rates and credit risks), but prefer financing through
accounts payable for goods, works, and services. A significant share
of other current liabilities as part of the total capital testifies to the
importance of such a source of capital as advances from customers of
construction products. For construction enterprises, such a source of
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capital attraction is free, but at the same time contains risks of non-
fulfillment of obligations due to unforeseen circumstances, which are
characteristic of the activity of the construction industry and are
expressed by fluctuations in prices for construction materials,
currency and inflation risks, the risk of changes in the regulatory and
legal regulation of the construction permit process activity

To form the optimal structure of financial capital, construction
enterprises need to take into account the factors of the macro- and
microenvironment that directly affect this structure and can contribute
to increasing the efficiency of the use of financial capital at such
enterprises. In particular, microeconomic factors include the stage of
the construction enterprise's life cycle; the size of the company's
capital and experience in the construction industry; production and
financial risks; the level of profitability of the enterprise; asset
structure; information asymmetry; opportunities for the growth of
financial indicators of the construction company; financial mentality
of owners and managers of the enterprise. Factors of the macro
environment are defined as: experience in financing enterprises of the
construction complex in different countries; comparison of financing
sources of various construction enterprises among themselves; lending
rates of banks; the attitude of creditors to the enterprise; availability of
cheap sources of financing; the level of competition in the market of
construction services. Military aggression by the Russian Federation
had a strong impact on construction. As the experts note, "the
construction industry has suffered significant destruction, it has
partially lost its raw material base and production™ (Bilyk, 2023). Due
to the war, there was a significant increase in the cost of materials, a
shortage of qualified personnel and limited access to financing.
Operational activity in construction has become unprofitable on
average across the country.

The results of the study showed that the main factors caused by
the war, which negatively affect the activity of construction
enterprises and the state of their financing, are: a change in logistics
routes and an increase in energy costs; rising prices for construction
materials; shortage of certain types of building materials and
construction products (in particular, steel, sand, glass, asbestos,
gypsum, clinker bricks, etc.); a difficult situation with working capital
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and reserves that are quickly depleted; low market demand; forced
stoppage of many construction sites for an indefinite period; high cost
of gas; hundreds of thousands of tons of construction waste; part of
the enterprises that produced materials and construction products was
completely destroyed; electricity volume limits due to damage to the
energy infrastructure; the need to import raw materials from abroad,
which affects the cost of construction; the volumes of import/export
of materials are limited due to logistics limitations (Bilyk, 2023;
Bench, 2023 etc.). In our opinion, the main macroeconomic directions
of promoting the development of the construction business and
increasing its profitability should be: a transparent program of post-
war reconstruction of the country, active involvement of international
partners in it; active application of effective programs for
compensation for destroyed/damaged property at the state and local
levels, in particular through the eHome program; lowering the price of
mortgage loans; stimulation of innovative technologies to reduce the
cost of projects; solving problems with the logistics of supplying basic
building materials; restoration of the activities of destroyed domestic
enterprises that specialized in the production of construction materials;
increasing investments in the construction of new production facilities
that will manufacture previously imported types of building materials
from the Russian Federation (in particular, glass, products made of
cement, asbestos, gypsum, etc.); transparent government policy for
developers and investors; stimulating public-private partnerships for
housing restoration.

Conclusions. Therefore, the problem of choosing sources of
financial resources and forming their ratio is an essential factor in
making decisions about the strategic development of construction and
contracting organizations. The dynamics of the ratio of equity and debt
capital reflects the history of the construction company's financial
success and is an indicator of its investment attractiveness and
creditworthiness. However, the aggregate financial capital of
construction enterprises in almost all regions of Ukraine has
maintained a financially risky capital structure in recent years.

In connection with the full-scale military aggression, many
acute problems have accumulated in the industry and the country as a
whole, the solution of which will contribute not only to the recovery

ASSESSMENT OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC RESILIENCE
(SUSTAINABILITY) OF ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE IN THE
CONTEXT OF NEGATIVE EXTERNALITIES

The aim of the article is to assess the socio-economic resilience
(sustainability) of enterprises in Ukraine in the face of negative externalities before
and after the outbreak of war in Ukraine. A comparative analysis of changes in the
level of profitability of all activities of enterprises and the growth rate of Ukraine's
real gross domestic product in 2010-2023 showed that as a result of a full-scale war,
there was a sharp decline in profitability to negative 3.2%, while the economy as a
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whole declined by the maximum for the analyzed period of 28.8%. It is concluded
that Ukrainian enterprises, after experiencing negative externalities, in particular after
the outbreak of a full-scale war, demonstrate an increase in the level of sustainability
(resilience). This indicates an increase in their ability to adapt and respond in a timely
manner to various types of negative externalities, in particular those caused by a full-
scale war and its catastrophic consequences.

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ASSESSMENT OF KEY DETERMINANTS OF
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN THE WESTERN
REGION OF UKRAINE

The aim of the article is to conduct a rapid assessment of the key determinants
of sustainable development of the Western region of Ukraine in the economic, social
and environmental spheres based on the index method. To assess the progress towards
the implementation of the principles of sustainable development, three key
determinants or indicators (indices) have been identified: in the economic sphere - the
index of the physical volume of the gross regional product, in the social sphere - the
index of real disposable income, in the environmental sphere - the index of capital
investments in environmental protection. For a generalised assessment of the indices
by spheres in the Western region of Ukraine as a whole, it is proposed to determine
them using the geometric mean formula. The results of the assessment showed that in
the economic and environmental spheres, the regions of Western Ukraine
demonstrated relatively higher progress, while in the social sphere, progress was at
the level of the national level. An analysis of the dynamics of the integrated
sustainable development index in 2013-2021 showed that the regions of Western
Ukraine showed relatively higher positive rates of progress than Ukraine as a whole.
The greatest progress towards sustainable development has been made by Lviv region,
while Ternopil, Rivne and Zakarpattia regions have made relatively less progress.
Using the proposed methodological approach, it will be possible to identify key areas
and priorities for further decisions to improve the situation in the economic, social and
environmental spheres of the regions.

ASSESSMENT OF THE ROLE OF ENTERPRISES IN THE
WESTERN REGION IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF AGRO-
PROCESSING IN UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT OF
NEGATIVE EXTERNALITIES

The article is aimed at assessing the role of enterprises in the Western region
in the development of agro-processing in Ukraine in the face of negative externalities
by studying the main indicators of personnel use, productivity and profitability. The
results of the study allow us to draw a number of conclusions. After the destruction of
many extractive and processing industries in the East and South of Ukraine as a result
of the war in Ukraine, the role of the agricultural sector in the Western region in the
development of the national economy has now increased significantly.
Agroprocessing companies in the Western region provide high growth rates of
personnel costs at the national level, but on average spend 19-23% less on labour costs
and social measures than agroprocessing companies in Ukraine as a whole. In terms
of labour productivity, agro-processing companies in the Western region show
relatively higher average growth rates than in Ukraine as a whole. However, in
absolute terms, this figure is 20-35% higher in Ukraine as a whole, although the gap
is constantly decreasing. Agri-processing companies in the Western region provide
relatively higher levels of profitability than in Ukraine as a whole. They also have
relatively higher average annual growth rates. However, during the pandemic, some
regions made unprofitable sales of products (goods and services). To ensure the
further sustainable development of agro-processing companies in the Western region,
it is important that their owners ensure accelerated growth in personnel costs, increase
employee productivity, and maintain a high level of profitability of sales of products
(goods and services).

ECONOMIC ACTIVITY OF THE STRONG POPULATION
OF THE EXTERNAL REGION OF UKRAINE IN THE
CONTEXT OF CROSS-BORDER MIGRATIONS
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The purpose of this article is to investigate the influx of cross-border migration
on the economic activity of the rural population of the Western region of Ukraine and
assess its influx into the local market. The research methodology is based on an
integrated approach, which includes analysis of statistical data and expert
assessments. We use statistical data from Ukrstat, regional studies and international
research to understand the dynamics of labor migration and its impact on employment
and income. A thorough analysis was carried out to determine the scale of migration
and a clear analysis was carried out to reveal the main motives. The work examines
the economic activity of the rural population of the Western region of Ukraine in the
context of the growing dynamics of cross-border migration. The changes in the
structure of labor resources, the level of employment are examined and their
contribution to the socio-economic development of the region is determined. The need
for a thorough government policy has been identified to stimulate the return of
migrants and their integration into the economic life of the region. The influx of
migration processes on the demographic structure of rural communities has been
analyzed, leading to a reduction in the prime population and strengthening of social
influences in the region. The need to develop effective programs for socio-economic
development, aimed at stabilizing labor potential and promoting the well-being of the
rural population in the western region of Ukraine, has been brought up. A strategy has
been identified to encourage the economic activity of the population by developing
local entrepreneurship and innovative employment programs to minimize the flow of
labor resources and save stability in the region. In the minds of the war, cross-border
migration directly influences the economic activity of the rural population of the
Western region of Ukraine, creating low socio-economic problems. The decline of the
productive population, especially the young, leads to a shortage of labor resources, a
shortening of entrepreneurial activity and a general decrease in economic activity in
rural communities.

PRACTICAL ASPECTS OF AUTOMATION
PERSONAL BUDGET

Analysis and understanding of aspects of the formation and use of funds has
a great impact on economic development, social stability and effective management
in the state, region, enterprise and personal finances.

Keeping a
personal budget is an important element of financial planning and personal finance
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management, which will provide an opportunity to assess and control income and
expenses and ensure financial stability. Income includes all financial receipts that can
be allocated to spending and saving. Expenses are funds for various needs. It is
important that expenses are less than income and that there must be savings (income
remaining after all expenses). Therefore, budgeting is necessary to control all cash
flows of income and expenses in order to maintain a balance between them and ensure
financial stability. With the help of the Excel table editor and built-in functions, it is
possible to independently develop and automate a template for managing your own
budget, which in the future, if necessary, will provide understanding and the ability to
create templates for different categories of the budget, depending on the receipt of
funds and their use. The article is devoted to the practical aspects of personal budget
automation using MS Excel spreadsheets. The stages and features of the development
of the budget template are described, as well as the MS Excel functions that were used
in the process of automating the developed template.

STRESS MANAGEMENT IN DOMESTIC ORGANIZATIONS
IN WAR CONDITIONS

The article examines the issue of improving personnel management in the
organization and increasing the efficiency of human resources use. It was revealed
that Ukraine occupies a leading position among the countries of the European Union
in terms of the level of employee stress, significantly ahead of Poland, Germany, Italy
and almost twice the similar indicators in Spain and the Netherlands. It was found that
work and work-related issues are the second most common cause of stress among
Ukrainians. It was found that the lion's share of employees is negatively affected by
stress and leads to a decrease in their work efficiency. In addition, stress leads to the
deterioration of the health of employees, can cause professional burnout syndrome. It
was determined that in order to reduce the stress of employees in domestic
organizations, corporate parties, professional development and adaptation of
employees are practiced. At the same time, there is very little practice in providing
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workers with professional psychological help, which they desperately need in wartime
conditions, when there is long-term severe stress. It is suggested that domestic
organizations intensify the use of stress management to reduce stress among
employees and improve their psychological state. For this, it is suggested to use the
services of professional psychologists and use the following approaches: individual
psychotherapy and counseling; group therapy and psychological trainings; crisis
intervention; development of self-support and resilience strategies. At the same time,
it is necessary to ensure the formation and development of employees' basic stress
competencies: stress resistance, stress adaptability, constructive coping, constructive
role interaction.

DOMESTIC ENTERPRISES

The article discusses the issue of digitization of the modern world economy.
A trend towards an increase in the specific share of digitalized enterprises in the
production of world GDP has been revealed. The need for digital transformation of
domestic enterprises is substantiated. Digitalization of business processes of domestic
enterprises is proposed: basic (operational); auxiliary; managers It was determined
that digitalization provides a number of advantages for the activities of domestic
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enterprises and allows: to optimize business processes; create new products and
services; to improve the quality of products and services due to the growth of their
innovativeness; increase labor productivity; reduce costs; speed up the production
process; improve the process of management decision-making; speed up the process
of development and implementation of innovations; speed up and simplify
communications; increase the flexibility and adaptability of enterprises due to the
automation of production processes; to increase the competitiveness of enterprises. It
was determined that digitalization also carries certain risks for the activities of
domestic enterprises: the occurrence of problems in the operation of computer
systems, the risk of cyber attacks on the enterprise, the leakage of important
information, the emergence of resistance to changes in the enterprise. Therefore,
during the digital transformation of enterprises, it is necessary to ensure the adoption
of reasonable management decisions in this area and ensure proper risk management
in this direction. It is proposed to take the following measures to minimize risks in the
field of digital transformation of domestic enterprises: carry out an assessment of the
state of the internal and external environment of enterprises; achieve a common vision
of the necessity and perspective of their digital transformation; determine the priority
of digital innovation implementation projects; to form and develop a culture of
innovation.

DIGITAL MARKETING AS A TOOL FOR PROMOTING A
HIGHER EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION

The article analyzes the importance of digital marketing as a key tool for promoting
universities in the modern competitive environment, especially in Ukraine, which is
experiencing complex socio-economic challenges caused by military operations. It is
emphasized that traditional marketing approaches are gradually losing their effectiveness, and
digital technologies open up new opportunities for creating a positive image, attracting
applicants and strengthening the competitiveness of universities.

An analysis of recent scientific research demonstrates the multifaceted nature of
approaches to digital marketing. It has been established that effective strategies combine
traditional marketing tools with innovative digital technologies, such as SEO, SMM, targeted
advertising and content marketing. The use of these methods allows achieving important
goals: increasing communication efficiency, reducing costs and creating conditions for
interactive interaction with the target audience.

The study was conducted on the example of Lutsk National Technical University
(LNTU), which actively uses digital tools to promote its educational services. The use of
social networks (Facebook, Instagram, TikTok, Telegram, YouTube), the official website and
events aimed at interacting with students and applicants were considered. Based on a survey
of 1st year students, it was analyzed which communication channels are the most effective
for attracting an audience. The results showed that the majority of students focus on the
university website (69.6%) and social networks (53.2%), which confirms their importance in
forming a marketing strategy.

The main areas of optimization of LNTU's Internet marketing activities were
identified as updating the website (in particular, its mobile version), improving SEO, creating
high-quality visual and text content, personalizing e-mail, and increasing the effectiveness of
targeted advertising. Particular attention is paid to adapting marketing strategies to wartime
conditions, including flexibility, efficiency and resilience to crises.

Thus, digital marketing is an integral part of the successful positioning of universities
in the educational services market. It is recommended to constantly monitor results and
implement innovations to ensure sustainable development of HEIs even in difficult
conditions.

CURRENT EMPLOYMENT TRENDS IN THE DIGITAL
ECONOMY

The scientific work is devoted to the analysis of the concept and methods of
personnel selection, the process of digitalization of personnel recruitment. In the
conditions of the modern development of business processes and the influence of
world trends on global and national business, the quality construction of the personnel
management system is one of the key factors for the success of the entire system. One
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of the most dynamically changing aspects of the personnel management system is the
process of personnel selection and hiring, which undergoes changes under the
influence of the development of labor market institutions. The development of the
market of private recruitment agencies, the use of new technologies of direct
recruitment, outsourcing - all this affects the process of selection and hiring of
personnel. The article examines the use of certain recruitment automation tools that
help employers better manage their candidate experience and hiring process with
increasing application volume.

In recent years, there have been significant changes in the recruiting process
for a number of reasons: institutional changes in the labor market, changes in
companies' requirements for candidates due to the instability of the financial situation
of many organizations, the impact of the pandemic, military aggression, the greater
relevance of remote work, the growing influence of platform employment trends, etc.
For many, the main trend in the organization has become the digitization of the
recruitment process, which means the use of technologies that will allow automating
and thereby simplifying the tasks and work processes of recruiting. The entire
recruiting cycle is gradually being digitized - from posting job ads, screening resumes,
step-by-step selection of candidates to agreeing on terms of employment, and so on.
For many organizations, technologies that facilitate the process of screening resumes,
or the use of chatbots, are an opportunity to reduce financial and time costs, which, in
turn, help to get out of the stagnation in which, for certain economic reasons, many
representatives of domestic business.

Undoubtedly, the digitalization of processes is a great advantage in the search
and selection of personnel. Automation allows you to reduce the amount of manual
work, reduce time and other costs, increase productivity and speed of decision-
making. By digitizing such routine processes as posting job ads and scheduling
interviews, recruiters can not only focus on more meaningful work, such as building
relationships with candidates, but also reduce the organization's financial costs.
However, within the framework of this issue, a clear understanding of the process of
hiring personnel and an understanding of the types of tools for automating these
processes is necessary.

ECONOMY AND FINANCIAL SECTOR OF UKRAINE IN
TERMS OF MILITARY AGGRESSION

The research examines the financial and economic implications of the ongoing
military conflict in Ukraine, emphasizing the critical need for financial support and
policy coordination to recover and stabilize the country's economy. The analysis
addresses the extensive destruction caused by military aggression, which has
devastated Ukraine's infrastructure, including transportation, energy systems, and
social services. The research also explores the global economic repercussions of the
conflict, including disruptions in international trade, energy markets, and financial
systems, while noting partial adaptations in the global economy.

The role of international businesses in perpetuating or mitigating the conflict
is scrutinized, emphasizing the ethical and economic responsibilities of firms
operating in or engaging with the aggressor state. The ongoing military aggression has
necessitated increased vigilance in implementing international financial sanctions to
safeguard global financial stability.

To ensure Ukraine's post-war recovery, the study proposes strategic financial
planning scenarios, accommodating both short-term challenges and long-term
development needs. It identifies the need for substantial international financial
assistance, estimating costs in the hundreds of billions of dollars. The reconstruction
of critical infrastructure and the revitalization of economic systems are deemed
essential, with special attention to leveraging partnerships with business structures
from allied countries.

The research concludes with a call for enhanced coordination between
monetary and fiscal policies in Ukraine, as mismanagement of these instruments is
identified as a key driver of financial and economic crises. Strengthened policy
alignment is presented as a vital strategy for overcoming the challenges posed by the
ongoing conflict and ensuring financial security at both national and international
levels.

Statement of the problem in a general form and its
connection with important scientific and practical tasks. Modern
global challenges have a significant impact on national economies and
financial systems of countries. In addition, we observe how the issue
of sustainability of socio-economic systems and provision of stable
finances at the regional level is gaining more and more relevance. It is
worth noting that we agree with the research of scientists
Shkuropadska D., Lebedeva L. and Ozhelevska T., who claim that
«sustainability is not only a concept of security; it also manifests itself
in the economic sphere; the ability to maintain economic stability
depends on the country's resources and financial capabilities to
withstand shocks and recover from them» (Shkuropadska D. et al.,
2023).

The full-scale military aggression of the russian federation
against Ukraine, which has been going on for almost three years, and
during this time our state has encountered various manifestations of
instability in various spheres of social life. Undoubtedly, the financial
sector and the economic system have suffered the devastating impact
of military operations. From the beginning of 2022 until now, State
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budget expenditures have increased by more than 3 times, and the
coverage of a significant amount of state expenditures has become
possible thanks to international financial assistance. In particular,
since February 2022, the largest providers of budgetary aid to Ukraine
were: the EU (more than 40 billion US dollars), the United States
(almost 30 billion US dollars), the IMF (a little more than 10 billion
US dollars), Japan and Canada ( in total - almost 12 billion US dollars).
We agree with the opinion of scientist Roshylo V. that «the current
trends in the budgetary sphere are characterized by a significant deficit
of the state budget, as a result of a decrease in tax revenues due to the
devastating consequences of the war and a considerable increase in the
country’s defence expenditures» (Roshylo V., 2023).

Therefore, the definition and understanding of the issue of
sustainable support for the preservation of the economy and financial
sector of Ukraine in the conditions of military aggression is
increasingly urgent today.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the solution to the
problem was initiated. Over the past three years, we have observed
the development of the following trends in the research of scientists
concerning: financial support for the development of the economy of
Ukraine; monetary and fiscal coordination in Ukraine and its impact
on economic growth under martial law; stability of the economies of
the EU and Ukraine in the conditions of russian aggression; prospects
of the post-war recovery of the financial sector of Ukraine, etc.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the scientific
research is to establish theoretical and practical foundations for
maintaining the economy and financial sector of Ukraine in the
conditions of military aggression at the current stage.

Presentation of the main material of the study with a full
justification of the obtained scientific results. Today, Ukraine is
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going through one of the most difficult periods in modern history —
full-scale russian military aggression against the country has been
going on for almost three years. City centers in many parts of the
country have been badly damaged. Various ways of transport, namely
maritime, road, and railway, have been severely broken, and the
infrastructure of economic and social service, including electricity
production, digital infrastructure, bridges, and ports, were destroyed
or made unusable. Such destruction has occurred for more than two
years of intense shelling. In addition, the destruction of the Kakhovka
hydroelectric power station, the flooding of large territories, constant
shelling along hundreds of front lines, and the pollution of the
atmosphere from firing emissions — adversely affect the country's
environmental state. It should be noted that the war is significantly
erupting human capital. This is likely to have a particularly acute
impact on children by increasing malnutrition and delay, reducing
years of study, and deteriorating labor market results. That is, we see
that the negative manifestation of military aggression against Ukraine
is only more or less clear now. As of November 2024, it can be argued
that military aggression is ongoing and threatens to become even more
devastating since the fighting does not stop and continues to spread to
other territories of the country.

Based on this, we are convinced that understanding the essence
of sustainable support for Ukraine in the financial and economic
sphere is necessary for making effective decisions in the near future.
And such support should only increase and develop, not only during
active military operations, but also after their termination, in the post-
war period.

At the same time, we are convinced that sustainable support of
the economy and the financial sector is possible not only through the
financial assistance of international partners, but also through the
search for internal reserves and the development of opportunities.
Chugunov 1., Makohon V., Titarchuk M., Nychyk V., Hrehul V., in
their research, provided a detailed justification for the provision of
financial support for the future recovery of the economy and financial
system of Ukraine and also indicated the basics of improving the
guality of the mechanism for effective financial risk management.
Minimizing the consequences of financial risks and promoting macro-

financial stability was also an important issue in their research. At the
same time, they indicated that «it is advisable to strengthen the
coordination of financial policy measures, in particular, fiscal and
monetary policy should be implemented in coordination with
economic policy, which will contribute to the created conditions for
the sustainable growth of the socially inclusive economy» (Chugunov
et al., 2024).

If we analyze all the crimes and destructive actions in Ukraine,
we can say that there is a destruction of russia by the provisions of the
Geneva Convention and other special conventions. We need to
understand that the conventions that are in the group's mandate to
develop specific financial impact measures aimed at combating money
laundering (FATF) are grossly violated. And this is done consciously
and since the beginning of a full-scale war. In this case, it should be
noted that FATF emphasizes that all jurisdictions should be vigilant
about the possible risks of bypassing the measures applied to russia to
protect the international financial system.

It is known that the conscious choice of many companies to
further trade with Russian companies, continues to provide funds from
the Russian budget, and therefore continues to finance hostilities
against Ukraine.

It is worthwhile to distinguish the business of russia and the
impact of the military conflict. In particular, we will outline the
international business that operates in the aggressor country. We
understand that many international enterprises operating in the russian
market have decided to reduce their ties and close stores or reduce
investments in russia soon. This trend was observed even in the days
before the invasion but received a real impulse after a full-scale
invasion. Several firms that have announced the suspension of their
business operations in russia did so after the campaign on social
networks and the threats of consumer boycotts. However, a small
number of firms decided to stay in the country, despite sanctions,
difficulties with banking operations, and public sentiment. However,
there are still business structures that continue to work with the
aggressor country through trade.

We understand that the militarized conflict has already
adversely affected the development of the world economy, the global
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financial system, and international trade, and has shaken the global
energy balance. At the same time, the world economy has adapted,
and we saw it from our previous analysis and forecast. Therefore, there
is a clear awareness today that it is necessary to plan the development
of financial and economic processes in Ukraine soon and to start
bringing them to life. Rejecting any emotional approaches to
understanding the situation, we see that in this case there can be
several options: one will indicate the prospects of financial
development after the war, and the other takes into account that the
war will last a long time. In the first case, it is worth considering wide
opportunities for financing the development and reconstruction of
Ukraine, as well as the potential restoration of the financial, economic,
and social infrastructure of the victim country through support, in
particular by the business structures of partner countries. Otherwise, it
should be borne in mind that the war will last for years, and the
destruction of critical and social infrastructure will continue. In both
cases, the financing of measures will be measured by hundreds of
billions of dollars.

Therefore, all developed and democratic countries should help
Ukraine fight for its future. Then they will invest in the development
of their financial security.

The development of financial innovations is possible only if
startups are implemented. It is worth emphasizing that the expansion
of cooperation with financial and technological startups is precisely
such a system of measures aimed at achieving long-term strategic
development goals. This approach involves the increase and steady
expansion of the client base. It is possible to achieve such a shift
through the active implementation of innovative methods of
conducting business operations. It is also fashionable to achieve this
through the use of the latest banking products and financial services.
In addition, it is important to ensure increased competitiveness of
banking institutions. We also testify that such a shift can be achieved
through the commercialization of modern knowledge, as well as the
build-up of the latest technologies and equipment. Of course, in
today's changing world, the active interaction of banking institutions
with financial and technological startups is aimed at creating new
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products and services. Such services should be built based on
absolutely unique qualities used in practical activities.

Europe's dependence on all kinds of energy from russia, which
has been formed for a long time, has caused significant risks. It could
be observed that a significant number of European countries did not
fully realize the threats of energy dependence on one country.
Moreover, when this country dared to aggression against a
neighboring country, a large number of European countries could not
immediately give a decisive answer that this aggression was
determined. After all, such an answer would unambiguously shake
trade and economic relations and therefore would put these countries
in extremely difficult financial and economic situations.

After all, each of the decision-making countries is guided by its
national interests. Instead, international financial institutions are
guided by the principles of ensuring financial stability around the
world. Therefore, let us note the role of the European Central Bank
(ECB), which is at the forefront of financial support. Unfortunately,
his management is divided into how best to respond. There is an
agreement on the need for practical action in Ukraine, which has
suffered from russia's military aggression

Of course, at the level of national financial systems, we can note
that government bodies exert the greatest influence on the
implementation of regulatory measures. The main measures in this
case are fiscal and monetary measures. In particular, the fiscal
authority in Ukraine is the State Tax Service. And the body that
ensures monetary policy is the National Bank of Ukraine. We agree
with the research of Ukrainian scientists Versal, N., Krasota, O.,
Lialkin, O., Khytryi, O., Rybak, I. and Sydorenko, D. that to address
these challenges, «fiscal policy must withstand the impact of war
shocks and prevent a significant economic downturn. Meanwhile, the
monetary policy should focus on maintaining monetary stability,
which involves countering inflation and stabilizing the exchange rate»
(Versal, N. et al., 2023).

In times of instability, monetary measures should be
implemented with caution. The use of destructive measures of
regulatory influence can shake macroeconomic stability even in
peacetime. Instead, prudence in monetary policy approaches will

ensure the optimal course of development even in times of military
upheaval. In this case, it is worth noting the important opinion of
scientists Kovalenko, V., Slatvinska, M., Sheludko, S., Makukha, S.
and Valihura, V., who noted that «inefficient monetary policy is the
main indicator of the emergence of financial and economic crises and
therefore is a threat to the financial security of the state. Today, there
are new threats that lead to a negative impact of the monetary
component on the financial security of the state» (Kovalenko V. et al.,
2023).

Undoubtedly, the state of war determines its specific features of
the formation of stable support for the financial sector and the
economic system at the current stage. And although military actions
continue to have their destructive impact on society, we are convinced
that constructive consideration of monetary and fiscal approaches is
valid and promising today. Ukrainian scientists Kovalenko V.,
Slatvinska M., Sheludko S., Bezkrovnyi O., and Cherkashyna K. in
their research established that there is a clear dominance of monetary
policy instruments (weighted average interest rate according to the
NBU of instruments) over the factors of the fiscal sphere. As these
authors note, «drawn from the findings of the conducted investigation,
it is evident that amidst the challenging political and economic
landscape in Ukraine, there is a pressing need to prioritize the
enhancement of coordination between monetary and fiscal policies»
(Kovalenko V., Slatvinska M., Sheludko S., Bezkrovnyi O.,
Cherkashyna K., 2024).

We must realize that the current financial support in the near
future should be aimed at the fastest possible recovery of the financial
sector at various levels of the country, as well as aimed at the recovery
of the damaged and destroyed infrastructure of the financial sector. In
addition, sustainable support should be the basis of activation
processes of various businesses.

Conclusions. The study highlights the critical need for
coordinated fiscal and monetary policies to ensure macro-financial
stability amid ongoing military aggression. It emphasizes the
importance of international financial support, infrastructure
reconstruction, and fostering innovations through collaboration with
financial and technological startups. Future research should focus on
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optimizing financial instruments for post-war recovery, exploring
sustainable funding mechanisms, and assessing the long-term socio-
economic impacts of the conflict.

The article pays special attention to the role of the university's information and
communication activities, in particular, activity in social networks and the media, which
contribute to the creation of a holistic positive image of the higher education institution.

The article proposes a systematic approach to building the image of the university,
which covers the stages from market analysis, strategy development and branding to
monitoring, stakeholder engagement and crisis management.

CHANGE MANAGEMENT
AS AN UNKNOWN COMPONENT OF THE
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE ORGANIZATION

THE ROLE OF FRAMING IN MANAGEMENT DECISION-
MAKING

The article examines the impact of the framing effect on the process of
managerial decision-making. Framing is defined as a way of presenting information
that affects the perception of problems, evaluation of alternatives and decision-
making. Particular attention is paid to the negative impact of an incorrectly chosen
frame, which can cause cognitive errors and systematic biases, negatively affecting
the performance of the organization.
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The main theoretical concepts are considered, in particular, the theory of
perspectives, which demonstrates the asymmetric assessment of gains and losses, and
mental models, which form simplified ideas about reality. A practical example is
presented to illustrate how stereotypes and mental models distort the evaluation of
alternatives, contributing to the wrong choice.

The main factors that influence the strength of the framing effect are
described, such as individual characteristics (risk aversion, experience, cognitive
abilities), context (time constraints, social pressure), and task complexity. Practical
aspects of the framing effect are explored on the example of risk management,
investment evaluation, and strategy selection.

The conclusions emphasize the importance of creating an organizational
culture that promotes critical thinking, objective analysis of alternatives, and fact-
based decision-making. It is noted that further research should focus on studying the
cultural peculiarities of framing perception and developing tools to neutralize its
negative impact.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF KEY INDICATORS OF
DECENT WORK IN THE REGIONS OF THE POLISH-
UKRAINIAN BORDERLAND

The purpose of the article is to conduct a comparative analysis of the key
indicators of decent work in the regions of the Polish-Ukrainian borderland. The key
indicator that characterises the degree of decent work in a particular country or its
regions is undoubtedly wages. This issue is especially relevant for the regions of the
Polish-Ukrainian borderland, which are not distinguished by high levels of socio-
economic development at the level of their respective countries. It is important to
ensure the comparability of absolute indicators by converting them into a common
unit of measurement - US dollars at purchasing power parity. It is concluded that in
the border regions, there is a positive upward trend in the key indicator of decent work
- the average monthly wage in terms of international dollars at purchasing power
parity. However, in the Polish border regions, wages are more than 2 times higher,
although the deviation has been gradually decreasing. A common problem for all
border regions is the relatively lower level of wages compared to the national level,
although the gap is gradually decreasing. Among the types of economic activity, the
highest wages compared to the national average are provided by Information and
Communications, as well as Financial and Insurance Activities, Public Administration
and Defence, and Compulsory Social Insurance. Thus, it is important for the regions
of the Polish-Ukrainian borderland to pursue a policy of raising wages in order to
quickly close the gap with the national average, ensuring decent work and its payment.

MODERN TOOLS AND MODELS OF STAFF MOTIVATION

The article is devoted to consideration of modern tools, approaches and
models of staff motivation. The article studies modern problems of motivation of
enterprise personnel in the context of balancing the needs and interests of personnel
and owners. The main emphasis is placed on the intersubjectivity of management. The
article examines the model of specific and individual remuneration, which indicates
the importance of an individual approach to each employee, the model of motivation
based on expectations of the best and rewarding the desired behaviour of employees,
the model of solving employee problems, which emphasises the importance of
manager's involvement in employee problems, the model of strengths and weaknesses
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of employees, which is aimed at identifying the strengths and weaknesses of
employees and strengthening them through effective interaction. The modern models
of personnel management, in particular those based on modern approaches to
neuromotivation, are studied. It is determined that the main trends in motivating the
staff of an organisation in modern conditions are: an increase in result orientation,
focus on continuous improvement in both professional and personal aspects, focus on
positive reinforcement to change undesirable behaviour, individualisation of the
approach to motivating each employee, reduction of the time period between the
results achieved and the reward received.

The research incorporates an analysis of existing studies, identifying gaps in
addressing integrative development, which includes both analysis of the main
financial indicators of activity, and modern approaches that focus on flexibility and
adaptability, as well as the use of modern information technologies, proposes a three-
phase framework for managing integrative development, encompassing strategy
formation, analysis of economic indicators, and decision-making for further
development. Each phase considers key factors like financial performance, external
environment analysis, competitive advantages, and the incorporation of modern
technologies. The findings suggest that integrative development requires a holistic
and adaptive management approach, leveraging innovative tools like artificial
intelligence and digital transformation to address current and future challenges.

Statement of the problem in general and its connection with
important scientific and practical tasks. Business entities, namely
their management systems, are constantly faced with the need to adapt
to changes in the external environment of activity, and ensuring this
need is a necessary condition for survival and development in the
market. Another important aspect is strategic management, which also
takes into account social, organizational, technological and other
factors that directly affect the sustainability of the enterprise, while
maintaining the need to analyze financial performance. The need to
improve the methodology of management of integrative development
of business entities is associated with important scientific tasks, such
as the creation of new theoretical models of management systems or
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processes that have the ability to take into account numerous factors
influencing their activities in the face of uncertainty. The
implementation of innovative approaches, as well as the development
of methods that allow you to quickly respond to changes and ensure
efficiency in the long term are the main practical tasks.

Analysis of the latest studies, in which the solution to the
problem was initiated. Each business entity must develop in order to
survive in the market, which creates the basis for coordinated changes
in their management systems, requires adaptation and updating, taking
into account modern economic realities (Brzezi'nski, 2024). The
methodology of development management includes a significant
number of scientific approaches that were formed in different periods
of enterprises development and served as the basis for the formation
and systematization of various aspects of management (ITo6epearceys,
2016).

require constant improvement, which can significantly improve the
current state of management of the business entity (Samorodov,
Kotkovskyi, Malafieiev, 2024). It should also be noted that the constant
support of methodological approaches to comprehensive economic
analysis is still a key component of enterprise development
management, and ensuring a high level of indicators such as EBIT,
EBITDA, business value, EVA continue to be set as the main goals of
many enterprises (Viknianska, Kharynovych-Yavorska, Sahaidak,
Zhavoronok, Filippov, 2021). However, a significant drawback of the
results obtained by the authors, as in all previously analyzed works, is
a rather narrow study of management in the context of integrative
development of enterprises, which includes both analysis of the main
financial indicators of activity, and modern approaches that focus on
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flexibility and adaptability, as well as the use of modern information
technologies.

Article goals. The purpose of the study is to generalize the
methodology for managing the integrative development of business
entities.

Statement of the main material of the study with full
justification of the scientific results obtained. Modern conditions of
development require the use of strategic management methods,
primarily those that meet the goals of the subject of entrepreneurship
for which they are developed (Portovaras, Harbar, Sokurenko,
Samoilyk, 2020). As a consequence of such processes, it is
increasingly possible to find a tendency of use such management
concepts as Business Perfomance Management (BPM), Balanced
Scorecard (BSC), Enterprise Perfomance Management (EPM).

The concept of
BPM is aimed at studying the processes of activity of the subject of
entrepreneurship, which allows to assess financial capabilities,
comprehensively analyzes all levels of management, which can be
considered one of the integrative methodologies. The EPM system is
based on the automation and coordination of the interaction of existing
units of business entities, allows you to analyze current activities in
real time according to the criterial indicators system.

To understand the essence of the concept of management of
integrative development, it is necessary to understand its components.
If the concept of «development management» is quite common, and
can be considered as a list of measures to improve the efficiency of
business entities, its economic indicators, then this management is
often associated with regulatory, organizational, resource problems, as
well as the personnel of the enterprise. If we are talking about
«integrative» development, then such development is considered as
complex, combining all aspects of activity that can be related to the
effectiveness of management. The development of business entities
does not arise during normal activities, but, on the contrary, requires a
clear management system, organizational skills, taking into account
both the external and internal environment, and is unique for each
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individual subject. The concept of the development of business entities
is widely described in the scientific literature, but this can cause
ambiguous conclusions among scientists. Of course, each of the
approaches contains important information that somehow affects the
process of creating a methodology for managing integrative development.

Modern management of enterprises requires constant adaptation to
changes, which determines the search for flexible organizational
structures and effective solutions based on the experience and knowledge
of specialists. An important factor of success is not only professional, but
also moral and ethical qualities of managers who influence the decision-
making process, setting goals and forming the strategy of the enterprise.
The cooperation of the manager and the team contributes to the
achievement of not only economic but also social results, which has a
positive effect on the overall efficiency of activities. Management is a
complex system process that includes a strategic goal and takes into
account the resources and potential of the organization. Effective
management also involves self-improvement and optimization of the
interaction between subjects and objects to achieve certain results.

These factors require the development of new methods of
managing integrative development, since the practical needs of managers
change in real time, and achievements in the field of scientific and
technological progress, such as artificial intelligence, the transition to
digital technologies, automatic accounting and enterprise management
systems often remain out of sight of modern managers.

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The initial phase involves determining the overall strategy and
directions of economic activity. These are the categories that are
necessary for the formation of a business entity and should be determined
long before the decision to create one. This also includes the development
of methods for appointing management personnel, hiring labor, setting
values, identifying strategic goals and priorities that will determine the
long-term vector of development. Particular attention should be paid to
the study of the external environment, including economic, technological,
social and environmental factors that can affect the activities of the
enterprise. It is important to develop mechanisms for monitoring and
evaluating the effectiveness of the implementation of strategic plans,
which will allow detecting deviations at an early stage. In addition, it is
necessary to lay the foundations for the formation of a corporate culture
that will support during the period of change and promote the integration
of management decisions at all levels of the organization.

Of course, the process of managing the integrative development of
business entities, like many other economic processes, is cyclical and
involves its constant application, returning to the initial phase. Such an
approach should help to create a unique methodology for a particular
subject of entrepreneurship, regardless of its characteristics, since it is
integrative and allows subjects to independently analyze at any of these
phases of development. Undoubtedly, this approach is more difficult to
understand, unlike the classical approaches to managing development and
requires constant improvement in order to minimize its negative aspects.

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GLOBAL EXPERIENCE IN IMPLEMENTING THE PUBLIC-
PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP MECHANISM: POST-WAR
CONCEPT

This article examines the historical development of the concept of public-
private partnership (PPP) as an effective mechanism for the restoration and
modernization of infrastructure. In particular, it explores the role of PPPs in the post-
war transformation of countries that have experienced significant destruction due to
military conflicts or natural disasters. Based on an analysis of the experiences of the
United Kingdom, Germany, Japan, Serbia, Kosovo, and Rwanda, the key advantages
of PPPs are identified: attracting private capital, reducing the burden on public
budgets, improving project management efficiency, and integrating international
resources.

Special attention is paid to the implementation of PPPs in post-war Europe
within the framework of the Marshall Plan, which enabled the creation of modern
models of state-business interaction. It is noted that the success of PPPs depends on
factors such as transparency of management, community involvement, support from
international organizations, and adaptive state policies.

In the context of modern Ukraine, which faces large-scale destruction due to
military actions, PPPs hold significant potential for the recovery of infrastructure,
social facilities, and economic growth. Recommendations are proposed for adapting
successful foreign PPP models to Ukrainian realities, particularly in the sectors of
transport, energy, and agriculture. Emphasis is placed on the importance of
implementing combined financing models that include international grants and private
investments.

The study highlights the importance of PPPs as a strategy to ensure sustainable
development, integrate the economy into the global community, and build modern
infrastructure focused on the needs of citizens.

FINANCIAL RESOURCES OF A BUDGETARY
INSTITUTION AS AN OBJECT OF ACCOUNTING

Budgetary institutions perform an important function for society that cannot
be performed by an individual. Such institutions include educational, cultural,
medical, defense institutions, internal affairs bodies, bodies supporting the activities
of the top state leadership, ministries, departments, state bodies of local self-
government, etc.

The financial resources of a budgetary institution are a component of the
state's financial resources, therefore the main source of such resources is a certain part
of the gross domestic product.

The accumulation and distribution of the state's financial resources is carried
out through the budget system of Ukraine in accordance with the Budget Code of
Ukraine. Budgetary institutions are direct consumers of part of the distributed gross
domestic product, which act as financial resources of a budgetary institution.

Taking into account the opinions of scientists and our own understanding of
the essence of the financial resources of a budgetary institution, we can offer the
following definition: financial resources of a budgetary institution are a set of funds
of funds that come from budgets of different levels, in accordance with budget
schedules, as a result of the redistribution of the total social product; come from the
assistance of charitable organizations and from the implementation of permitted types
of economic activities.

Structurally, the financial resources of a budgetary institution include:
appropriations from the state and local budgets; income from the sale of products,
works, services; income from the sale of assets; financial receipts; other income from
exchange transactions; other income from non-exchange transactions.

To ensure control over the use of budget funds, it is important for employees
of the accounting service of budgetary institutions to clearly understand the structure
of financial resources, to study the regulatory framework that regulates all operations
related to changing the structure of financial resources.

CRAFT PRODUCTION LOGISTICS SUPPORT

Crafts have always played an important role in ensuring personal well-being
and meeting human needs. In addition to ensuring individual well-being, the potential
of crafts is also realised in supporting sustainable development, social integration of
communities, development of the local resource base, preservation of historical
heritage and formation of the identity of territories. Craft production is focused not so
much on scale as on the uniqueness of products, authenticity of materials and author's
approach. All of this shapes the importance of craft business for the development of
local economies. Despite the micro-scale of the business, craftspeople also need to
pay considerable attention to developing their business and marketing skills,
establishing logistics channels for the supply of materials and sales of their products.
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Today, international markets are witnessing a growing trend in demand for
ethically sourced, environmentally responsible handmade goods that have a strong
history and are handmade to a high standard. This is happening against the backdrop
of higher prices for craft products than for mass-produced goods. The craft market is
characterised by stable demand for ceramics, textiles, wood products, jewellery, glass
and leather goods.

A study of the European craft market shows that the main consumers of craft
products are mainly women. The age range of consumers has virtually no impact on
the intensity of purchases of craft products, with a slight advantage in favour of
consumers in the 20-35 age group. The main consumers are employees of companies
(43%), freelancers and self-employed individuals (25%), i.e. those who potentially
generate effective demand. Their average annual expenditure on craft products is EUR
318 and EUR 440, respectively. Pensioners are not frequent buyers of craft products,
but their average annual expenditure is higher than that of employees, at EUR 415.
The frequency of purchases of craft products is on average 1-4 times per year. The
average receipt for such purchases ranges from 30 to 200 euros. The purpose of
purchasing craft products is to satisfy their own needs or for gift-giving purposes It is
crucial to ensure that logistics for craft production are in place to guarantee the
economic success of a craft brand and to maintain strong relationships with regional
markets. This helps minimise logistics costs and strengthen ties with all participants
in the logistics chain, enhancing their loyalty to the brand. The logistical support of
craft production includes a set of measures that ensure effective planning,
organisation, and management of supply, production, and distribution of craft
products. It is crucial for the success of craft businesses, which often have limited
resources and need to secure their competitive advantages.

The number of craft producers in Ukraine potentially exceeds 2,000. The
hostilities have not only slowed down the logistics of craft producers, but also led to
a complete shutdown of activities in the temporarily occupied territories of the
country. A significant number of them were relocated, losing access to local raw
materials. Consequently, in the regions of the country least affected by the war, there
is a tendency for craft producers to become more competitive. A common problem
for all is the decline in the purchasing power of the population. Given that craft
products are usually not consumer goods and are characterised by high prices, some
producers have faced a decline in income amid rising raw material prices and logistics
costs. Therefore, craft production should take into account not only the direct creation
of products, but also distribution. The outbound logistics of craft businesses can
benefit significantly from the use of geographical indication goodwill. This will
improve sales and reduce logistics costs, as the product will be created by several
craftspeople who are equally involved in its commercial promotion and delivery to
customers. Geographical indications will help promote the region's brand

The need for logistics support for craft production is also driven by a number
of factors related to the uniqueness and nature of craft activities. Since craft production
is largely dominated by manual labour, one of the logistics parameters - time - requires
constant monitoring, given the complexity of product detailing. The level of
productivity in craft production is significantly lower than in mass machine
production, and therefore affects the formation of a commercial batch of products.
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This creates an obstacle for sales logistics due to the impossibility of simultaneously
fully loading vehicles to send products to the consumer. For this reason, it is possible
to use the option of delivering craft products through the consolidation of cargo. In
this way, groupage logistics will make it possible to maximise the use of transport
capacity and reduce the cost component of cargo delivery, while avoiding the cost of
storing products and ensuring timely delivery.

The craft industry is characterised by an exclusive heritage of crafts and
industrial goods. The effectiveness of its functioning is based on the principles of
intellectual property rights protection, trust and recognition of products, their
authenticity and reputation. Logistical support for craft production should be based on
supporting the stimulation of interest in traditional crafts, improving producers' access
to the resource base and facilitating consumer search for authentic products. To do
this, it is proposed to focus on the following areas: synchronisation of production
logistics with the territorial logistics where craft producers are represented;
development of logistics cooperation between craftsmen to promote production
identity and facilitate operational logistics; logistics support for the movement of the
craft brand throughout the value chain; logistics support for events related to the
formation of craft product content (conferences, travelling exhibitions, fairs, etc.).
Further research should focus on studying the logistics costs of craft producers and
developing tools for managing them.

PROSPECTS FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF TOURIST
DESTINATIONS IN THE REGIONS OF UKRAINE

The article examines the prospects for the development of tourist destinations
in the regions of Ukraine in the context of modern challenges and opportunities. The
emphasis is on the main problems that hinder the development of tourism, including
the destruction of infrastructure due to military operations, weak state support for
tourism, insufficient integration of Ukrainian tourist products into the global market
and the low level of use of innovative technologies.

It is proposed to group tourist destinations by accessibility (usability),
distinguishing accessible, conditionally accessible and temporarily inaccessible
tourist destinations. Accessible tourist destinations include those that have preserved
infrastructure and provide comfortable and safe reception of tourists. Conditionally
accessible destinations are characterized by limited infrastructure or require additional
investment in modernization. Temporarily inaccessible destinations are territories that
are in a war zone, under occupation or have significant destruction. This approach
allows you to identify priority areas for investment and develop tourism recovery
strategies. For accessible destinations, it is advisable to focus on improving marketing
strategies and promoting them on the international market. In the case of conditionally
accessible destinations, targeted measures are needed to modernize infrastructure and
improve the level of service. Temporarily inaccessible territories require
comprehensive restoration after the end of hostilities and the creation of plans for their
gradual integration into the tourism market.

Recommendations are proposed aimed at achieving sustainable development
of tourist destinations. The main areas of development of tourist destinations in
Ukraine include reconstruction and modernization of infrastructure, including
transport accessibility and restoration of destroyed facilities, development of
ecological and sustainable tourism through the preservation of natural resources and
the creation of eco-trails, as well as the popularization of cultural and event tourism
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through the organization of festivals and fairs. The introduction of innovative
technologies, such as mobile applications and interactive platforms, the development
of gastronomic and wine tourism with an emphasis on local traditions, as well as the
integration of Ukrainian tourist products into the global market are important. It is
advisable to pay special attention to stimulating domestic tourism through affordable
offers and promotion of little-known sites, ensuring the safety of tourists and creating
conditions for comfortable recreation. This will not only allow the tourism industry to
recover from the challenges caused by the war, but also ensure its sustainable
development and competitiveness.

The results of the study emphasize the significant potential of Ukrainian
regions in the tourism industry, which can become a catalyst for economic, social and
cultural development. The implementation of the proposed measures will increase
Ukrainels competitiveness in the global tourism market, improve the quality of life
of the local population and create a positive image of the country in the international
arena.

DIGITAL BUSINESS TRANSFORMATION: ESSENCE AND
CHARACTERISTICS

The article studies the essential characteristics of the concept of “digital
business transformation”. A literature review of the concept of “digital
transformation” was conducted. The conducted studies allowed us to consider digital
transformation as a radical restructuring of business with an orientation towards
modern information technologies; as the active introduction of information
technologies into all business processes of business entities; as a change in strategic
thinking both in top management of the business and at all levels of company
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management, eliminating “resistance to change”; as the creation of a new digital
concept of business development. The author’s vision of the concept of digital
business transformation is presented as a modification of all business processes of
business entities, which occurs on the basis of the introduction of information
technologies that modify the concept of its development and scaling, and thus ensure
competitiveness in the national and global spaces. The directions of digital business
transformation are proposed, such as resources (fixed capital, working capital,
finance, personnel, etc.), business processes (supply, production, warehousing,
transportation, sales, etc.), areas of activity (production, marketing, innovation,
financial, foreign trade, etc.), organizational management structure (levels and links
of management), culture and concept of activity (corporate culture, business
philosophy, etc.). The principles of digital business transformation are substantiated,
which are: security of business process digitization, openness, accessibility,
sovereignty, efficiency.

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ASSESSMENT OF THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC SECURITY OF
ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE IN THE CONDITIONS OF
NEGATIVE EXTERNALITIES

The purpose of the article is to define a system of indicators and conduct an
assessment of the socio-economic security of enterprises in Ukraine in the context of
negative externalities for the last 10 years - 2013-2023. To assess the socio-economic
security of enterprises, based on the availability of official statistical data, a system of
basic indicators of economic security and social security is proposed, which contain
four indicators each. The main indicators of assessing the economic security of
enterprises: return on equity, autonomy coefficient (financial independence), general
liquidity coefficient, level of profitability of all activities of enterprises. The main
indicators of assessing the social security of enterprises: the share of personnel costs
in production costs, personnel profitability (net profit per 1 employee), full-time
employment coefficient (as the ratio of the number of employees in the full-time
equivalent to the average number of employees), labor costs per 1 employee per year.
The assessment of the economic security of enterprises showed that profitability
indicators reached the highest negative levels with the beginning of the war in 2014,
and during the period of the full-scale invasion, enterprises were more adapted to
negative externalities. The assessment of the social security of enterprises concluded
that enterprises, given the shortage of labor resources in the country, are pursuing a
policy of increasing labor costs in general expenses, and are also trying to retain
existing employees, even in conditions of production downtime.
